MANY MOURN DEATH OF

"POET OF THE SIERRAS"

JOAQUIN MiI,I,IK.

OAKLAND, Feb. 18.Telegrams of sympathy from all over
the world poured in here today on the widow of Joaqulm Miller,
the famed "poet of the Sierras," who died late yesterday nt his
home in the hills overlooking the city. The widow and his only
child, Miss Juanlta, are prostrated over the poet's death.

Miller knew that he was near death. Just before the end he
tried to move from his couch, but the effort proved fruitless.
Turning to his aged wife, he whispered: "I love you, Abble. I
love you, Abble. Goodbye."

The next-words, which were
his last, were scarcely audible.

"I can't live," he said. "I am
dying. Oh, take me away ye an-
gels. Take me away. I hear ye."

Miller's death was directly due

to diabetes and arterial sclerosis.
He had failed rapidly since bis
illness of 1911 and when he was
visited two weeks ago by Lily
Langtry, before whom he had
strewn lilies and roses In Lon-
don when the actress was on the
crest of her popularity, he tried
hard to raise from his couch to
greet her, but was unequal to the
task The effort taxed his
strengh and aggravated his con-
dition. The aged poet, however,
turned until he faced Mrs. Lang-
try and with a smile said: "Ah,
you are so beautiful. But beau-
ty and health always remain with
the good.' The famous English
beauty, realizing how near the
poet was to death, turned her
head and wept. »

He was born in the
Wabash district of Indiana, Nov.
10, 1841. In 1850, -he crossed
the plains with his parents Into
Oregon, the fa^nily settling in the
Williamette valley. A few years
later he joined a gold rush to
California, was adopted by a
tribe of Northern California In-
dians and married the daughter
of the chief. But when his wife
was killed by settlers in an ex-
