In every respect the new course will be better, safer and more spectacular than (hat of lust season. In the first place, it is now tt% miles long, instead of the

former length of 5 miles. A person in the grandstand can see the racers on two and one-half miles of the course. The racers will dash past tin- grandstand on a
large curve, coming into view a mile away from the stand. Machines can run at full speed licfore the grandstand, and the 1918 speed tests will be fraught with sen-
sational spurts.

A cluster
of trees on the west stretch will
obstruct the view for only a few
seconds, giving almost a continu-
ous view of the racers.

I
belonged to company 1 of the 48th
Virginia. We were in Ewell's lino
on the right. The first day there
was constant firing, but not
heavy—a volley here, a volley far
away, and the sharpshooters snip-
ping.

"The second day the firing be-
came general—remember?—and
Ewell waß hit in the leg, which
was shattered. Three of us car-
ried him to the well, where he
could wash the wound and fetch a
doctor.

"The doctor said the leg would
have to come off, and advised
chloroform. The general wouldn't
listen to it. "Take it of,' he said.
'I can stand It.'

"He didn't even wince when
the knife began to pare away the
flesh. Only when the lav bit
into the bone did he utter a sound
—a faint moan which forced itself
out between clenched but smiling
lips. He could laugh and Joke,
though his face was twisted and
the color of chalk. And presently
he made us go back to the firing
line.

'So now you know why I want
a drink of water from that well.

"No sooner did 1 get back to
tne line than a shell let go 10
feet away and It killed four men
standing In front of me. One was
my chum, Tom Pleener. Poor
Tom, a chunk of metal hit him in
the back and tore his breast out.
He was dead before he fell, and
in memory I can see him st&nding
there looking at me with dead
eyes. Then he tottered and
went down.

"That same shel) cut my gun
in two four inches above my
head.

"We lay in the line of battle
all that night. With daybreak the
fight was renewed.

' 'My company had 70 men the
firut day. We came out with 28.
I lost a brother and three cousins
in the war, and my old father was
badly wounded.

"Lord, how I hated you Yanks
then! But the old bitterness Is
gone now; eh, comrade?"

"Gone for good and always,"
said the Damyank.

"And I'm glad," said Johnny
Reb, "that you licked us. I'm
glad! I thought we ought to
have state's rights. I was mis-
taken then, but I couldn't see it.

I'HOIH'CKH STICKS HKSKMU-
LING DVNAMITK

HO3TON, Mass., May 21.—Ex-
pert testimony on dynamite and
its handling was ottered by Wal-
ter Whitney at today's session of
(lie trial of Wood, Attcaux and
Collins, charged with planting ex-
plosives In Lawrence to discredit
tho strikers. Whitney examined
the explosives found at Lawrence
and pronounced them 75 per cent
dynamite.

Ho produced three sticks re-
sembling dynamite. Spectators
in the court room were badly
frightened. Their fears were dis-
pelled when Whitney Informed
the court that tin- exhibit was
nothing but wood, with dynamite
coverings. The wltneßS explain-
ed the danger of handling dyna-
mite and described laws affecting
Its use.

.John Hreen, a Lawrence under-
taker, followed Whitney on the
stand. He testified that Atteaur
conferred with him regarding the
strike In Lawrence. Hreen said
he reported things "pretty trou-
blesome," at Lawrence, and that
rumors of a plot to dynamite the
textile mills were rife. Breen said
he suggested that Atteaux use the
"strikers' own methods" and
plant dynamite to scare the
era.

Atteaux, according to Breen,
then telephoned to Ernest Pitt-
man, a contractor, and arranged
with Hreen to meet Plttman
later. Hreen said Pittman Intro-
duced his man, named Rice, who
handed him a package of frozen
dynamite. Breen said be gave
the package to Collins, who car-
ried it to Lawrence. Breen cor-
borated.

Collins' testimony of yesterday.
Colllnß' statement that be didn't
know of the existence of a plot
was contradicted by Breen.

The witness said in choosing
places to plant dynamite he wish-
ed to leave the explosive where
the strikers were thickest. Breen
described telephoning to Police
Inspector Rooney, telling him
that he knew where dynamite had
been planted and told of Rooney
limiins-- the dynamite and of the
arrest of the occupants In places
where it was found. One of
those arrested, he said, was a
woman with her baby In her
arms
