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Common Sense
The voice of public opinion is becoming the

voice of the courts and common sense is outweigh-
ing the technicalities of pettyfoggers.

The climax of judicial responsiveness to public
opinion came in this state Saturday when Judge
R. B. Albertson of Seattle, upheld the recall of
public officials and turned down the technical
contentions of King county's sheriff, Edward
Cudihee, who sought through legal hair-splitting
to escape from a recall.

Cudihee attacked the whole recall provision of
the law and constitution in Washington. He mar-
shalled an array of technical oversights and cleri-
cal errors on the part of the legislature in the sub-
mission of the recall amendment to the people and
on these sought to wipe the recall out of this state
to save himself.

But Judge Albertson said no.
He admitted the inaccuracies in the legislative

records, admitted the constitution provided that
the amendment was not copied on the journals of
the house and senate as required, admitted the
legislature had ordered the amendment published
three weeks instead of three months and admitted
other inaccuracies that in the good old days of po
litical instead of popular rule would have been
amply good for the purpose of prolonging the rule
of the politicians. But Judge Albertson brushed
them all aside with a little good horse sense.

The court took the broad ground that all that is
really necessary is that the people know just what
they are doing and then their word is binding.

This certainly is getting to popular government
with Teddy Te'tzlaff speed.

The idea that the expressed willof the people
is supreme over all technicalities even to mandates
of the constitution itself, coming from the courts,
is like a revelation. It shows that a new day has
dawned. Old things are passing. The courts,
even excluded from the recall themselves, are
catching step to the march of progress.

Judge Albertson did not leave a technical loop-
hole for the enemies of the recall to crawl through.

The court took the bit in his teeth as it were, de-
clared the people had been given ample notice of
what was before them, they had publicly discussed
it, they knew what they were doing and did it, and
now Judge Albertson says it goes.

And he doesn't care a fig about the little inac-
curacies and omissions of the legislators and their
clerks.

We have come a long ways to get to the point
where the courts recognize the will of the people
as the supreme law of the land, but it looks as if
we had arrived.
