The demand on Mexico wag the
most vigorous in phraseology ever
sent to that government and Am-
bassador Henry I>ane Wilson,
here to report to the president,
was much excited over the situa-
tion. He is waiting to hear what
President Wilson thinks of the re-
port which he had In hand Sun-
day.
