he Diggs trial details showed what is true in_ jtnch affairs, praeticallp without exception.
The married man willsave himself by sacrific-

ing his paramour, ifpossible. What the girl has
sacrificed or risked in her relations with him
counts as nothing with Mm, when he is caught.
False, he is also a coward. He saves what he can
of his wreckage by sacrificing anything and every-
thing that might save the girl from shame and
ruin. He expects public condonement of his sel-
fishness, treason and cowardice on the ground that
he has a wife and children, and, make no mistake,
a part of*the public endorses that policy. He may
reform and make a good husband and father.
Shall the career of the girl stand in the way of
this? His sin may be forgotten and forgiven.
This is his excuse for painting the girl as the
tempter and vile seducer. He does not hesitate to
paint her as black as he can. The blacker she ap-
pears the sooner he is forgiven, both by near rel-
atives and friends and by part of the public.
