
Mother's Piccalilli
One large head of solid white

Take two
quarts of vinegar and one of
water and heat. Put cabbage and
-tomato In and allow to come to
boiling point. Then drain In col-
ander. Take three quarts of yin-

egarj on* quart of water; four

pounds of best brown sugar; one
ounce of white mustard seed; one
ounce of mixed spices; one heap-

ing cooking spoon of ground cin-
namon. One cup of grated horse
radish. Put in pepper and onion.

Mixall together and put over fire,
allow to heat slowljr, when hot
stir in the tomato and cabbage.
Simmer at least three hours.

If you allow the preserving ket-
tle to stand in dishpan of water
there will be no danger of scorch-
ing. Seal while hot.
