Cincinnati Housewives Buy

Groceries in .Carload Lots

Mrs. Joseph Films, helping unload a car of potatoes.

"ItIs Just a» easy to buy pota-
toes by the carload as It Is by
the peck, and when you get them
In carload lots the price of a peck
Isn't much more than what the
grocery' man charges you for a
small measure of them," said
Mrs. Joseph Glims, president of
the Cincinnati housewives' co-
operative league. She leads about
700 other women in reducing the
high cost of living In that many
families.

' This litle band of women pur-
chase potatoes, apples, cabbage,
sweet potatoes, melons and flour
In carload lots direct from pro-
ducers and cut out the middle-
man. Eggs, butter, lard, coffee
and tea and other necessities
come in cane lots. Their credit
is good and producers are anx-
ious to supply their wants.

The accompanying illustration
was made several days ago when
a car of potatoes arrived In Cin-
cinnati. The representatives of
the league are always on hand on
these occasions and supervise the
unloading. They even try their
own hand at the work. The po-

tatoes were retailing at 11.35 per
bushel; the women in the league
got theirs for 80 cents per bushel.
