'Nov. 2_. I_l_.

"My Dear Friend Boyce:

• "We were talking the other day about the reason why I wanted to be United States aenator.
I am going to tell you why I have taken the part I have in politics, ets.

"I am not anxious to hold any public office for the aake of the great honor or because of any-
thing that migMPcome to me or mine from holding such position. Tfc> mere fact of holding office
has never apMK-ed to me unless 1 believed I would be able to aid in the great reforms i economic)
which must ha carried out la order that the people become free and eelf-govemlng.

"The fight for better conditions, more liberty, real freedom, equal opportunity Is owe that haa
had my support since boyhood. I early realised the wrongs that oppress the poor, the apedal privi-
leges tbat rob tbe many and enrich the few; the burdens of the weak, the conditions that flint harden
the minds and hearts of the succeaaful: tbe hypocrisy of tha tiane-serters and vote-seekers; tha
cowardice of the men In power.

"I wan born and lived for years—long, weary, enal-rrushtag years—under conditions that
taught me something was wrong. I waa horn without aay conscious desire oa my part to he bora.
I was Innocent of any wrongdoing. I waa aa entitled to aa equal rhssiv In the battle of Hfe as any
man's son bora anywhere. I waa entitled to healthful food, warm .-loUiuig to a bed st night: to an
education. I.very rhlld bora In a civilised country ahoald have tbat ih-h. Wkhost such a start
bow could one engage In the strife of claw aad faag, of crush aa* bill, with aay chance of success?• \u2666••»•

"In a barbarous country all children start equal. The fond, the nothing, tbe hunting and fish-
ing knowledge; the cave at night; the sun and storm by day, all are for general distribution. The
beast of the field, the bird of tha air are all given the advantage of the best beast and bird educa-
tion In order that they may survive. All effort is to make each unli self-reliant, strong, powerful,
\u25a0elf-sustaining in order tbat the entire community of savages, beasts aad birds may remain powerful.
