PORT TOWNSEND, Feb. 2. -*

C. F. Stagger, the marine diver,
today received an official permit
from the war department to salve
the Russian sloop of war Neva,
wrecked off Cape Edgecombe,
near Sitka, Alaska, about sixty
years ago.
