Wilson appealed to the American people to be neu-

tral and peaceful, to avoid speech that might infur-
iate racial animosity, to be fair toward all belliger-
ents, since the administration at Washington was
bound to meet most embarrassing situations and it
might be very easy to |>luuge the nation into war.

It was a most sensible and patriotic appeal. Dur-
ing six months of the war the American people have
complied with that appeal after a fashion that is one
of the most remarkable features of the war period.
The millions of Germans, British, French, Russians
and Austriaus in this country have lived peacefully
together. Instead of bitterness and riots, the whole
country has risen to feed and clothe the sufferers of
Europe, irrespective of nationality, and, we repeat,
the people of our country, foreign bom and native,
have shown their good sense and loyalty to law and
order to a most remarkable degree.

Now, however, with the masses talking and acting
for neutrality and peace, conies a federal .judge, an
officer high in the nation, one Killits of the Toledo
district, with this which he has delivered at a public
school meeting:

"Iam a German, but I don't care how soon some-
body drops 1,(H)() bombs on the kaiser's head. I don't
care whether he is an Irish, Russian or British air-
man who does it, so long as it is done."

We warn President Wilson that, with such exam-
ples by federal judges, it willnot be long before some
of us common people start race riots.

Do you have to count the nickels each Saturday

night and lay each one aside for a definite purpose,
squeeze every dollar in the pay envelope until the
eagle screams?

That the price of wheat should be above normal is
admitted, but it is manipulation alone that has car-
ried it to $1.66, flour to $8.60 per barrel, bread to six
cents a loaf—not natural causes but greed. Mean-
while the workingman pays the toll and his chil-
dren suffer.

What's going to be done about it ?

that ships in danger fly it for safety, let's not dis-
credit it here at home by partisan plays.

We are not called upon to fight the battles of
Europe in America. Nor are we going to help one
of the countries over there win from any other.

If any man here is so full of war spirit that he
cannot keep neutral, let him go back to the old coun-
try and get his fillof fighting.

As the screws tighten in the war zone, things will
happen which willmore and more put American neu-
trality to the test.

We ought to meet this increasing tension with
united determination to defy any attempts to make
our government take sides.

Back of these efforts to sway our government is
only one purpose. That purpose is to get us into this
war! Watch for it! Note its development! Kail it!
Swipe it!
