While
standing there Iwas grabbed
by the detectives. Pollgnanl
said, 'Why didn't you light
that bomb?' I didn't light It.
If they acense me of that
they tell LIES!"
Many witnesses backed up the

assertions of the two BOYS. Ten
persons testified that they had
frequented the anarchist circles,
had often heard Polignaai and
his alleged victims talking, and
that the spy was tbe only one
who had ever suggested violence.]

The city's ordinance
specifies that $11 shall be charged
for such tests, and that tbe
money be turned over to the city
treasurer.

Inspection of the treasurer's
books today showed that Dr. But-
ton had turned in just $SG.!iO
since last November, when the or-
dinance became effective.

Veterinarian's Profit.
It was explained at the city

health office that Dr. Button had
allowed veterinary surgeons do
the testing for him in practical-
ly all cases, and had allowed
them to retain the fee, rather
than earn the money for the city.
The city at that rate had lost ap-
proximately $2945, while veterin-
arians have reaped a goodly sum
through the tests.

DANGEROUS!
PORTLAND, Ore., April B.—

Dr. 11. A. Wall, health officer
of Tacoma, this afternoon will
deliver a paper before the Pa.
tifIt Northwest Association of
Dairy and Milk Inspectors on
"What Tacoma Is Doing for
Its Milk Supply."

The convention has lieen In
session three days. Its delib-
erations have been devoted to
the serious phases of bovine
tutierculoats, as transmitted to
children from the milk of tu-
bercular cows, .flilk Inspect-
ors from all parts of the north-
west have discussed the best
methods of eradicating the
disease.

"Dr. Graves recently told this
department that we had done
more to eradicate tuberculosis In
our cows than any other commun-
ity. 1 believe there are 20a
dairies supplying milk from
healthy cows right now, and we
are continually cleaning them up.
We have killed off a great many-
diseased cows.

"The great trouble Is that we
have to hire detectives to get
proof that diseased milk is com-
ing to Tacoma. It is a difficult
matter to prove. I have given
Dr. Button orders to go after the
milk dealers as strenuously as fen
can, and attempt to make the en-
tire Tacoma milk supply free fro-11
disease."

It has been unanimously
accepted that milk from tu-
bercular cows will cause fatal
tuberculosis In babies and in-
fants, and that ln order to In-
sure pure milk, diseased cows
must be entirely segregated
from the healthy milk-supply-
ing animals.
