Simple Lessons In Life Saving
Easiest Way to Rescue a Drowning Person

If you go out In a boat to res-
cue a drowning person some kind
of an anchor is going to aid you
materially. If there Is such in
the boat —and there ought to be
at every, swimming place—row
slightly past the spot where the
victim disappeared before drop-
ping anchor. Then loss the an-
chor from the bow of the boat j
and Into the waves, so there will'-.
be no danger of getting tangled in '

the rope.
In pulling a person into a bo-it

be aura to keep the boat balanced
so the added weight does not put
the gunwales under water and
fill up the craft. Take the per-
son Into the boat over the square
stern, if it Is that kind of boat,
and over the end not used for the
anchor If It is a double-ender, or

both enda pointed. Don't try to
bring the person over the -tide
amldshlp.

If another person la In the bo«
and at the oars the work of
steadying the boat la made much
easier.

Whether you take this means
or that of swimming to get \u25a0
drowning person to shore, re-

member the first thing to do Is
to force the mouth open and wl;>e
out the slime.

Try to force some of the water
out of the nose, taking the noes
between the thumb and Index
finger and squeezing down and
out.

Next turn the person over oa *the chest, arms extended, head on
side, mouth open. Reach way in
and pull the tongue out as far as _,-
it will come. The tongue must be '
way out or the tubes will be

choked up and your work useless, i*
By this time a doctor or pro-

fessional life saver should be #n
the way. By all means send joi8«

one speeding for them.
