The storm is the greatest dis-
aster that has ever befallen Cln-

killed were asleep in their homes
and were crushed to death by the
colapsing houses.

Three families are believed to
be completely wiped out. This
would account for 11 dead alone.
The families lost were those of
Meyer and Israel Tennebaum and
Mrs. Ester Cohen.

_and the rivers dragged for vic-
tims. The police estimate that at
least 40 perished. There aro 15
known dead.

It is believed the damage will
amount, to a million dollars.

RECEIVER

FOR CITY
NASHVILLE, Term., July 8.-—

A city of more than 100,000 peo-
ple declared bank nip and put
into the hands of a receiver!

That may be the unique fate of
Nashville, for following astound-
ing revelations of the looting of
the city treasury, Harry S. Stokes,
'SI years old, brilliant attorney
and unattached politically or cor-
porately, has brought suit to
throw the city into the hands of a
receiver.

If the young lawyer suc-
ceeds itwill mean the demon-
stration of a new form of
city government — govern-
ment of a big city by a re-
ceiver.
This would prove particularly

Interesting because Nashville has
enjoyed commission government,
recall, and publication of finan-
cial statements.

These latest improvements ln
municipal machinery were sup-
posed to have ended forever the
careers of old time city burglars,
but the city has been staggered
by revelations of wholesale loot-
ing of public funds.

Following these revela-
tions have come the indict-
ment of City Comptroller
Milhi* Burns for larceny,
Treasurer Cliarle* r,ly„- on
a charge of larceny, and the
indictment of City Commis-
sioner Lyle Andrews for
larceny of city money l<> an
indefinite amount, and for
guilty knowledge of tlie .lis-
