IX A NUTSHELL
If you want to get liquor, you

must go to the office of the county
clerk In person, swear to an affi-
davit and secure a permit.

You must send tljye permit to a
liquor dealer outalde the state and
he must paste it on the package
of liquor which he ships you.

You may not have shipped to
you more than two quarts of beex
in any period of 30 days.

The result of the suit filed in
the federal court in Tacoma yes-
terday by the Seattle Brewing at
Malting Co. to enjoin Attorney
General Tanner from proceeding
against it under the dry law,
will afect that company alone and
will have no bearing on the oth-
er breweries of the state. They
must clear out all their stock
within the next 10 days in every
case.

SACRAMENTO, Cal., Dec. 31.- -The people of California in No-

vember, I flu;, will deelde the
question of prohibition, and it al-
so now seems certain that the
queatiou of partial prohibition al-
so will be submitted on the gen-
eral election ballot.

The Initiative petition for
statewide prohibition was quali-
fied today by the filing in the of-
fice of the secretary of state of
petitions containing more than
the sufficient number of slgna-
tiin , invoking the Initiative. The
total number of signatures filed
is 74,527, while 74,136 are re-
quired under the law.

The petition for partial prohi-
bition still Is 3,4 41 names short
of the number required.

The prohibition petition pro-
vides for absolute prohibition in
California on January 1, 1920.
The partial prohibition petition,
otherwise known as the saloon-
closing measure, provides for the
abolition of all retail liquor traf-
fic on January 1, 1918.

OF LITTLE IKK
Tacoma's local prohibition or-

dinance modeled after the state
law and calculated to bring the
city Income by liquor prosecutions
win be of littleeffect in the opin-
ion of the prosecuting attorney's
offioe and Tacoma attorneys.

They baa* their belief on the
fact that search warrants will be
necessary in the majority of cases
of violation and that these war-
rants may be issued by the state
courts only. The case would then
become a state case and would bo
taken out of the city's hands.

Deputy Prosecutors Selden and
Cramer have drawn up a tentative
search warrant to be used in the
liquor cases.

Don't flatter jroumelf you'll
put one over by arranging
to be "sirli" and getting «
prescription for liquor from
a physician.

Don't get a lot of so-failed
"near-beer," with the idea
that it willpass niiutter un-
der the prohibition law.

Don't rely on the assump-
tion that druggist* and "blind
tigers" will be here a-plenty
to accommodate wet appe-
tites.

If you entertain any of
these notions, yon have fail-
ed to read the prohibition
law that will be enforced iv
this state.

i'hu law waa framed by
ui«-n who knew what they
were after, and il'«y have
overlooked no i>o<«. Prohibi-
tion I" this state will be no
farce. It willreally prohibit,
If ANY liuuian law could .<> -
aotuplish it.

J lio following ia a digest of
the prohibition law, and will
give you a very decided idea
as to liow it will operate aft-
«r the first of the year:

No person is permitted to have
in his or her possession, in any
bouse, building, vehicle or boat,
Intoxicating llquorti iv excess of
on-o lialf gallon of liquor of any
sort, or more than 12 quarts of
beer.

All liquor iv excess of mich
amount must be shipped out of
the state by January 10, or elsu
It will be confiscated, together
with the liquor fixtures. Kiiilure
to ship sin li liquor out of the
state will be considered pritnn
fucie evidence of intention to vio-
late Uio i.iv

It Is unlawful to manufacture,
sell, exchange, or GIVE AWAY
any Intoxicating liquor. One ex-
ception to this is: "It shall not
be unlawful to give away intoxi-
cating liquor to a guest in a pri-
vate dwelling or apartment,
which is not a place of public re-
sort."

Good Just One Time.
Another exception Is that a

druggist has the right to sell
liquor on a doctor's prescription.
This prescription, however, la
good just once. It must be mark-
ed oanceled and kept on file.
There must be a new prescription
to fill it again.

For religious purposes, an or-
der from the clergyman mmst ac-
company the request to a drug-
gist to sell any liquor. Druggists
may also sell ALCOHOL for me-
chanical and chemical purposes.

In each case the druggist must
record in a book the name of the
purchaser, hia residence, the
kind, quantity and price of the
liquor sold, the name of the phy-
sician or the clergyman issuing
the prescription or order. When
alcohol is sold for mechanical or.
chemical purposes the purchaser
must sign bis name in the book.
This book shall always be open
for inspection by any "prosecu-
tor, city attorney, Judge, Justice,
sheriff, constable, marshal, or
other police officer, or any coun-
cilman."

Includes Patent Medicine*.
"Intoxicating liquors" are all

liquids containing intoxicating
properties, "whether medicated
or not," and all liquids, "whether
patented or not," which contain
ANY alcohol, caipable of being
used as a beverage. This woHi
shut out "near beer," even
though it should contain mi. a
small percentage of alcohol.

vehicle or boat where liquor is
sold or given away unlawfully, is
liable to punishment, and the
premises, vehicle or boat may be
abated as a nuisance. Upon oon-
viotlon, the court must order the
place cloHed until a bond of $1,000
is put up to obey the law. If the
law is then violated, the money It
forfeited In whole, or in part, as
the court may adjudge- Fixtures
used in the sale of liquor, aa well
as the liquor, are to be confiscat-
ed, _except such fixtures us n<ay
be used for other legitimate pur-
poses. Such fixtures sre to be
sold and the money turned over
to the school fund.

A druggist who violates the law
in any respect loses the right to
sell liquor for two years upon
first conviction. On second con-
viction, he loses his right to
practice pharmacy and cannot re-
gain his license for two years.

Penalty for Misuiie.
A physician who Issues a pre-

scription knowing his patient Is
not sick and does not need liquor,
\n prohibited from ever issuing
another prescription for liquor, if
convicted, and druggists are pro-
hibited from recognizing his pre-
scription. Prescriptions must con-
tain names of physician as well as
pnttent, date and quantity of liq-
uor prescribed.

No liquor may be even given
away in clubs.

In order to have liquor shipped
to any individual—-not more than
one-half gallon liquor or 1 2 qiiHrlH
beer —a permit must bp secured
from the county auditor. Such
permit cannot be obtained oftener
than once In 20 days by any Indi-
vidual, who miiHt appear |u-i»<iihl-
ly at the auditor')* office and
make the application, giving bin
\u25a0mine, the peraon or rompHny who
ix to ship the liquor, and tlie ex-

art addreiM where the liquor ts
to be delivered.

1t..i1i...m1-, Liable.
Each permit is good only for

one shipment. Railroad compa-
nies or boats, or other common
carriers, are not permitted to
transport any liquor in this state
without such permit plainly at-
tached to the package, and there
must be a notice oa the package
containing these words: "This
package contains Intoxicating liq-
uors." The carrier must cancel
ili • permit in such a way that it
could not again he used. Carrier
knowingly delivering more than
the lawful amount of liquor to
any individual is guilty and pun-
ishable. Permits cost 25 cents
each

It shall be unlawful to solicit
for liquor orders In thla state,
either personally or by signs, cir-
culars, cards or advertisements. It
will be even unlawful to tell the
name of any one manufacturing
liquor or the place where liquor
may be shipped from.

Anybody (lan Do It.
Any Individual can swear to a

complaint of violations of the
law. It is not necesaary to havt
the prosecutor do it. In such
case the court orders the sheriff
or constable to search the prom-
ises complained of, mid the cast
goes to trial as thought the prose-
cutor lviii made complaint.

Violations, unless otherwlM
specified, are punishable by fine
of not less than $50 or mere
than $250, AND 10 days to
three months In Jail for the first
»>'fenm.

For the second offense it is no
I<\u25a0•<\u25a0; than $50 or more than $500,
AND 30 days to six months.

For third and further offenses,
it is not less than |260 or more
than $500 AND three months to
one year in Jail.
