LONDON', England, July 2T>. —

All war stories whlrh circulate
here aro not sob stories. Some
which the diplomats tell are gen-
uine contributions to the g:iyety
of nations.

There Is one which concerns the
terrible m>stery shell with which
the Russians are winning back
C'jilicia. The powder is supplied
by Japan.

Kver since tlie Russo-Japanese
war the general staffs of Europe
ha\-e known that Japan was mak-
ing "shells of last reßort," filled
with a strange powder named
"New Shimose." To discover the
constituents of that powder be-
came one of the achievements of
secret service.

Kvery nation In Europe sent its
beat and bravest agenta on that
dangerous quest.
