You'll never
learn to swim and you'll do few
other things you hope to accom-
plish if you persist in being afraid
to meve. There's absolutely
nothing to be frightened about.
You're not going to drown and
you've simply got to convince
yourself of that fact.”

Then he actually made me get
out into deep water, I really was
frightened, but his scolding made
me angry, so 1 just decided I
would show him I could do some-
thing, even if I died trying. Of
course, I did not drown. He was
there to prevent that very thing.
After I learned that I could propel
myself through deep water, even
though I was a novice at the
water sport. I gained more confi-
dence. A very deliclous thrill of
victory went over me. I had ac-
complished something I had never
done before and the effort in do-
ing it was not one small part as
terrible as 1 had imagined it
would be. In a few days I was
doing fairly well at swimming and
had also realized my foolishness
in conjuring up all sorts of fear-
ful things that might happen to
me.
