PETTIT WORRIED
Recall: i- there Is no state

law preventing "peaceful picket-
ing" on city streets, two striking

longshoremen who were arrested
at 7 o'clock Friday morning lor
picketing near the gates of the
Milwaukee barricade, were re-
leased at noon.

The pickets, Herman Frlciit
and Fred Inn.ill. were not placed
In a coll, but merely forced to
sit in chairs in the desk ser-
geants' office.

I'atrolman W'hltmore, who

I made the arrest, filed a charge
against the men of refusitiK to

I "move on" when commanded tn
do so hy a police officer, but the
city attorney's office reported at
noon that there was no law by
which pickets could be held in
jail.

Hive Formal Notice
Immediately after the two

longHbnremen were arrested a
group of L'O or more other long-
shoremen took up the picketing
at the Milwaukee docks.

A committee of longshoremen,
acting under advice of their at-
torney, visited Coinmlsloner Pet-
tit Thursday afternoon and noti-
fied him that they Intended to
continue picketing. I'eltll. was in-
vited to arrest any of their ntiin-
I'Prs, if he wished, and test out

the laws which might refer to
picketing.

"If you start arresting us we
will fill all your jails to over-
flowing," defied one longshore-
man. "You will have to arreat
more than 1000 Taenia long-
shoremen and after you have
done that we will call others In
from Seattle. If you arrest any
of us you will have to trrMl iiooo
men. We have the law with us,
and we intend to picket."

No Move to Settle
I'etllt declared Krlduv that tha

strike situation was more tlireat-
iiilng thai) at any time since the
longshoremen walked out.

"I am unit-ring another larnej
forco of special police on tha |ob
today," lu> announced. "The
slrlKi- situation Is gotlug desper-
ate. TIIO longshoremen ore be-
coming hungry. None of the
husln.ißs Interlsls In Tiictuoa
seem to take enough interest in
the strike to try to effect 11 set-
tlement.

"I want to say that there's mo-
iiig to lie murder and bloodshed
In Tarotna If some action Is not
taken at to stop this strike.
The biggest police department In
the rountry could not prevent It.
A riot Is liable to occur at any
moment, and there will be noth-
ing to do but call for soldiers."
