SHOWS UP
REAL PORK

“The light shed by our two
lawmakers, Judge Hughes and
Congressman Johnson, is a will-
o’-the-wisp—difficult to follow,”
declared George P, Fishburne of
‘Tacoma, democratic nominee for
congress, in an address at Orting
last night,

“Judge Hughes condemns Pres-
ident Wilson for the pork barrel,
and Congressman Johnson's main
argument for our keeping him in
congress is the pork he says he
has secured for this district.”

“Judge Hughes knows th'lt'
President Wilson has him over a'
barrel, whose hoops and staves
are made of the lumber torn from
the progressive platform,” said
Fishburne, “and so, lawyer-like,
he is trying to get off on the tech-
nicality that it is really a pork
barrel.

“The candidate, whether for
congress or president, who goas
the length and breadth of the
land trying to get votes by advo-
cating a stand-pat high tariff on
whatever products are peculiar to
the locality in which he is speak-
ing, does not grasp the meaning
of the tariff commission.
