Along these strings at four-foot
intervals drive little stakes to tho
height of the string at that point.

When this is finished soil may
be filled in to the tops of theaO
stakes and the diamond will be A
perfect "turtle back," with tho
pitcher's box higher than tho has*
line so water will drain off.
