BARK DIRIGO, WELL
KNOWN HERE, SUNK

LONDON, .lune 1. -The sinking

of the American hark Dirigo >es
terday b) \u25a0 German sulniiurine
ami illowning of the mate, maa ui-
iiiiiinced liy the admiralty today.

The Dirigo was fired upon with-
out warning by the Get man I'-bo.it,
tlie attai king vessel using her dock
guns. The harli hove to and was
boarded by the Germans. They
ransacked the Dtrigo thoroughly
anil iin.lily sunk her with bombs.

John Pay, first mute of the Diri-
go, was drowned.

The admiralty also reported at-
tHclia (presumably followed by
sinkings) of the two American
suiling vessels Frances M. and allr-
liara. The Frances M. was fired
on by shells from a German sub-
marine May 18. The crew was re-
ported safe at Cadiz.

The Barbara was attacked by
submarine gun fire at 7 a. m.. May
24. The crew was landed at Gib-
raltar.

The Dirigo was a steel four
masted bark owned and built by
A. Sewall and Company of ltatlie,
Maine.

The Dirigo Is ono of the exten-
sive fleet of wooden sailing ves-
sels that for many years visited
the Sound. She Is a well-known

figure mi the Tacoma waterfront,,
but is not to be confused with the
steamer Dirigo, in th- Alaska ser-
vice.
