Wreck Saw U-Boat

"I saw a periscope for Just a
flash, within tig yards of the P'n-
land," he declared In an Inter-
view with the United Press.

Illooni, an American field mii-
huliinrc worker, reluming to the
United States wltli ll co-workers
ufler having failed In an exam-
ination for admission to the army,
told a thrilling story of the at-
tack on the American transport,
and declared only the heroism of
that, vessel's engineer saved her

lfrom being a total loss.

"The Finland was shuck nt
9:2.1 a. m„ Sunday, Oct. 28,"
Bloom said. "There whh a heavy
sea running. I was sitting on a
lounge In the salon, reading, when
suddenly I felt a shock that shook
the vphrpl from stem to stern.

"The companlonway up which
I rushed was filled with smoke.

"All our passengers —many of
whom were in their staterooms—
hurried to the decks, donning life
belts. We all knew that some-
how or other the ship had re-
ceived a tremendous blow.

Abamlun Hlilp.
"Orders were given from tha

bridge to abandon the ship. The
boat crews rushed to their places
and we got into the lifeboats. I
began lowering myself over tho
side toward one boat in which
were about 50 foreign memliprs
of the crew. They were nervous
and panicky, being Inclined to
fight for places. Half way down
to the water from the davits the
boat tilted. It had been improp-
erly swung

#
away, probably owing

to the panic among the foreign-
ers.

'We were all spilled Into the
cold water. I dropped far below
the surface from the fall, but re-
gained my senses enough to swfin
just as fast as I was able under
water and away from the lifeboat.

"When I came up I was close
to the side of the Finland again.
I kept afloat by grabbing to her
plates occasionally, altho the
heavy waves kept washing rae
away. I swam for some time on
the creßts of these, and finally
was able to reach a half sub-
merged boat, in which there were
some American soldiers and three
of the crew.

Clings to Boat.
"It was while we were trying to

launch the first lifeboat, from
which we were spilled Into tho
sea. that I caught a momentary
glimpse of the submarine which
must hare fired the torpedo. It
was about 200 yards distant from
the Finland

"Her commander evidently
poked his periscope above the sur-
face to see whether his shot had
found Its mark. Tlie periscope
disappeared at once.

"We clung to our half-suh-
\u25a0 merged boat for some time, and
it seemed like hours later when
we were picked up, mil safe and
aound, but chilled thru.

Knjdneer a Hero.
"While I was clinging to this

lifeboat we all noticed that the
Finland remained oo an even keel,
rolling with the waves. We kept
wondering how long lt would be
before she finally keeled over and
sunk We could see a great
gaping hole In her side—at least
35 feet lose ant lg feet high. Bat
she kept afloat, and presently we

could make oat that a number of
lifeboats returned, the survivors
reheardlng. We finally went back

ourselves.
"Tho torpedo si rue!, the Kln-

liiilil",coal biinli.'fs, barely mls»-
iiiK the engine room. Hut it was
tlie engine room's water-light
compartments, .mrrledly closed l,y
tlie engineer, that undoubtedly
saved the slip.

"That engineer's presence of
mind saved .ill of us. He fought
off frantic foreign coal heavers
and stokers, and, unaided, him-
self closed all the doors to the
bulkhead."

Nino Liven Lost.
The navy department an-

nounced the torpedoing of the
Finland on Nov. |, On the fol-
lowing day official announce-
ment was inaile of the loss of nine
lives In the attack- three mem-
bers of the V. S. navy gun crew,
four members of tho Finland's
crew and two army privates.

The department's reports de-
clared that no one had seen a
German I'-boat prior to the at-
tack. Hlooni is the first one to re-,
port having seen a periscope.

PLUNGES OFF
ROAD IN FOG

Losing his way in the fog,
George Green, driver of an army
post bus, ran his machine off the
paved road between Camp Lewis
and Camp Murray late WeUuesday
night and was badly tujured when
the car turned over in a ditch. He
was returning from Camp Lewis
without passengers.

Lawrence Lynn, another driver,
who was following Green, helped
extricate the injured chauffeur
from the wreckage and took him
to the Tacoma General Hospital.
Several minor auto accidents oc-
curred on tlie highway because of
the fog.
