An investigation of a "mysteri-
ous" tank which was supposed to
have contained high explosives,
It was discovered, contained noth-
ing but air and rnst.

The only mystery concerning

the vessel that appears to have a
chance to survive is the registry.

No one can ascertain who the
original characters of the Shilka
are. *Capt. Boris Bedel and Peter
Eublck, supercargo, were Investi-
gated in the office of the collector
of customs yesterday. Capt. Be-
del Is a naval officer, and when
questioned admitted that he knew

lfktle of the identity of his super-
cargo.

The Shllka's cargo is roughly
appraised at $250,000.

Nothing can be learned of the
persons to whom the money is to
be returned following disposal of
the cargo.

Five of the 22 Russians who
were arre.Rted on the dock follow-
ing an attempt by an I. W. W. to
address the crowd at the pier
Sunday have been released.

The fate of the remaining mem-

PARK BOARD TRIES TO
SUPRESS EXPENDITURES

George A. Hill, former superin-
tendent of all city parka, who was
demoted to t lie position of fore-
man of Pt. Defiance park two
weeks ago, will receive $200 a
month salary and all bis expenses
except food paid by the park board
as a result of the vote of Park
Commissioners Mbttet and Craig
Monday afternoon.

With only three members pres-
ent at the session—President W.
N. Allen being the third—the two
commissioners who usually form
a minority of the pork board car-
ried a motion allowing Hill free
rent in the large bungalow at Pt.
Defiance, free fuel, free light, free
water and free garage, in addition
to his $200 salary.

The salary is the same that Hill
received as superintendent of all
the parks. Other foremen In city
parks receive |90 a month. The
foreman whose position Hill ii
now filling received $90.

No newspaper reporers at-
tended the Monday meeting,-and
after the discussion, In which
Pres. Allen remonstrated at
length over the discrimination in
salaries demanded by the minor-
ity members, a motion wall made
by Mottet and passed that all dis-
cussion be eliminated from the
Qark board's arecords.

Pres. Allen replied that altho

the minority members could slip
over their action without an of-
ficial record, it was his intention
to let the public know at once the
attitude of the two commission-
ers.

"I do not propose that your
action here shall be suppressed
from the public," said Allen. "This
is a wasteful and unnecessary ex-
pendi'ure of public money, and I
intend that the voters and tav-
pa.viTs of Tacoma shall know all
the details."

On Mottet's motion, however,
the records were left blank, with
the single reference to the fact
that Hill's salary shall remain the
same as It was when he was super-
intendent.

Factional Ftght
The action Monday afternoon

was another development in the
factional fight among park board
members orer the retention of
Supt. Hill

A month ago the minority mem-
bers voted to give Hill supTeme
authority over all parks, over the
spending of all money, and over
the hiring of all employes.

At the next meeting this action
was overthrown and Hill was re-
duced to the rank of foreman. He
still remains foreman, acocrdlng
to the action of the two members
Monday, bat gets tits former sal-

ary and his living expenses.
