WEARS NO MOURNING.

Herr Most Jubilant Over Pres-
ident Carnot’s Death.

HE MAKES FIERY COMMENTS, '

The Leader of Communistie Anarchy
Refers to the Dead President as a
Hog, and Prophesies That the Czar's
Time Will Come—Other News.

New York.—Herr Most, the leader of
communistic anarchy in Park Row, was
located the other day in a saloon, where
he was eating his lunch. “WhatdoI
think of Carnot’s death? Well, I think
the hog should have been stuck long ago.
You don’t see any mourning band around
my hat, do you? We!l, neither would you
tee any if the whole brood of autocratic
hogs were butchered, all in a heap. They
ought to be given their quietus in droves
of forty or fifty. Not that Carnot was
any particnlarly laminous mark to aim
at. He was not exactly what one would
call a despot, but the big, overgrown pig
scrawled his name to every document
that steeped honest folks deeper and
deeper into slavery. It was right; it
was just; it was glorions to extinguish
such a life. The Czar,” he added, “well,
his time will come, too. It costs about
$4,000,000 a vear to hedge that hog’s life
around with safegnards, bnt with all pre-
cautions he finds every day some such
pleasant souvenir as a death’s-head
painted on his bed curtain or a dagger
stuck under his bed. He’'s the hog with
the biggest grunt, and some day he’ll
have to go like vour Carnots and your
other beasts. Herr Dowe’s bnllet-proof
coat-of-mail will not avail him. He’ll
be reached, though he sit intrenched
within a tower of steel a thousand feet
thick. And as for yvour brood of conspir-
ators I want to say,” continued Herr
Most in a crescendo voice as he rose from
the table, having finished his meal,
‘“ you are not your own masters I know,
You are slaves of big combines that send
you hither and thither to do this and
that. To-day vou are sent to interview
an anarchist, the next day a hog of a so-
called statesman, and the third day you
report the execution of some other mur-
derer; but mark you, though you are
glaves, I give you warning that if you
do not treat us with greater fairness than
you have been doing, slave or no slave,
vou will some day come in contact with
the knife’s edge and in a way that will
not please you.”

RESULT OF THE ASSASSINATON.
Bill Introduced in the 1Touse by Stone
to FPunish Anarchists,

Wasnixgroy, D. C.—Wm. A, Stone, a
member of the Judiciary Committee,
has presented the following bill in the
House, which was referred to the Judi-
ciary Committee: * That any person or
persons who shall belong to or who shall
be appointed or designated by any soci-
ety or organization existing in this coun-
try or in any foreign country, which pro-
vides in writing or verbal agreement,
understanding or countenance, for the
taking of human life unlawfnlly. or for
the unlawful destruction of buildings or
other property where the loss of human
life is the probable result of such de-
struction of property, shall be deemed
an anarchist. Any person or persons
being anarchiste, as detined by the first
section of this act, who shall attempt the
life of any person holding office, elective
or appointive, under the constitution
and laws of the United Statgs, or who
ghall attempt the destruction of build-
ings or properties where the loss of life
of any such official wonld be the prob-
able result of such destruction of build-
ings or property, shall upon trial and
conviction of such offense in any Circuit
or District Court of the district where
such offense was attempted be sentenced
to death by hanging, which sentence
ghall be execnted by the Marshal of the
district in accordance with the sentence
of the Judge before whom the case was
tried.”

Precautions to Protect Cleveland.

Wasumnncroy, D. C.—Extra precau-
tions have been taken to guard the Pres-
ident from dangerous or troublesome
visitors. The gnards aronnd the execu-
tive mansion were doubled during the
Coxey excitement, bnt recently there
was a relaxation and the policemen who
were regularly detailed for duty in and
about the White llonse were sent away
on special service. There was a confer-
ence the other day between Colonel Wil-
gon, Commissioner of Public Buildinge
and Grounds, and Private Secretary
Thurber, and after discussing the assas-
sination of President Carnot it was de-
cided that it wonld be prudent to take
steps to protect the President from a
possible invasion of cranks or sensation-
alists. It is said the President is not
alarmed or seriously disturbed by the
fate of the late President of the French
Republic, vet his friends and advisers
feel justified in throwing around him
greater safeguards than have existed
heretofore. g o

Anticipates No Trouble.

New York.—Henry W, Cannon of the
Chage National Bank was asked if in his
opinion there were any grounds for an-
ticipeting trouble. Ileeaid: *‘Isee no
reason why we shonld have any trouble.
On the contrary, I feel confident that
within thirty days a gradual improve-
ment in business will set in. The pas-
sage of the tarifl hill will have a ten-
dency to encourage trade thronghout the
country. I have no doubt that after the
passage of this bill the Secretarv of the
Treasury will put out another $50.000,-
000 loan and thus provide the necessary
funds for the use of the government for
the next six months, until the effects of
the improved condition will be reflected
in the condition of the treasury.”

In the discussion the other day by the
Touse Committee on the Pacific railroad
funding bill it was practically decided to
abandon the feature of the plan proposed
by Attorney-General Olney, that permit-
ted a reorganization of the company, in
case it was nob satistied to continue on
the basis of the plan adopted.

The Attorney-General has sent to the
fenate throngh the Secretary of the
Treasury a request for a deficiency ap-
propriation of §125,000 in lieu of 150,000
asked for some time ago, This amount
will be used to meet the expenses in-
carred by the United States Marshals in
the arrest and punishment of Coxeyites
in the West for stealing trains.

A request for troops subject to call has
been forwarded by Secretary Smith to
the Secretary of War on the ground that
parties are preparing to overrun the
Blackfoot Imdian reservation in Mon-
tana. The communication incloses a re-
port of Indian Commissioner Browning,
stating that the Indian police force will
be unable to keep these parties from the
reservation, and recomiends that two
troops of cavalry be furnished on the
the call of Agent Coe. The d-partment
has decided to allow nc prospecting on
the reservation. :

Kyle of Mississippi is evidently not
accustomed to hearing discussions in-
volving the expenditure of vast sums of
money. In the Mississippi Legislature
the appropriation of $50,000 would be
called reckless extravagance. Conse-
quently he has been greatly astonished
at the manner in which the Representa-
tives talk abont this government indors-
ing Huntington’s railroad bonds for
$134,000,000, £70,000,000 for the Nicara-
gna canal, millions for rivers and har-
bors and hundreds of thousands for pub-
lic buildings. The other day, when the
Touse was considering an appropriation
bill carrving a big sum of money for sub-
gidy to a Southern railroad for carrying
the mail on a fast train, he turned toone
of his colleagues and drawled out in his
dry way: “Golly, these fellers talk
about dollars just as we do about goober
nuts down in our country.”

The amended sugar schedule, which
will probably be offered when the tariff
bill is taken up in the Senate, has been
put in ehape by Jones. 1t was accepted
bv all to whom it was shown except
Blanchard. Theamendment as prepared
changes the date when the sugar sched-
uiveh 1l g2 inic offect from the 1st of
January to the time wi the nassage of
the bill, and provides for a continuation
of a part of the bounty for the present
year, giving nine-tenths of a cent bounty
per pound on sugar testing above 90 de-
grees by the polariscope and eight-tenths
on sugar testing below 90 degrees and
ahove 80 degrees. The Secretary of the
Treasury is also authorized to refrain
from imposing the additional duty of
one-tenth of a cent on sugar imported
from countries paving an export bounty
where it was demonstrated to his satis-
faction the producer has not received
the bounty.

In coast and geodetic survey circles on
hoth coasts there are mnch interest and
feeling with regard to the war which is
being waged on Superintendent Menden-
hall by various persons, Carlisle would
like to have Mendenhall’s place in order
to give it to one of his friends. e has
been unable to do this, and has been an-
noving him in various ways. Carhisle
appointed g0 many men over the Super-
intendent’s head that Mendenhall, who
found these appointments incompetent,
finally sent in his resignation to the
Presistent in order that either he might
terminate his connection with the sur-
vey or have it settled thathe should have
gome jurisdiction over his subordinates
in determining their fitness for office.
Cleveland has been friendly to Menden-
hall, and has several times said he did
not intend to have him disturbed.

CARNOT'S SUCCESSOR.

Casimir-Perier Chosen Presi-
dent of France.

FULL TERM OF SEVEN YEARS.

Challemel Lacour Delivers an Eloquent
Oration in Officially Notifying Casi-
mir-Perier of His Election—The Re-
ply of the President.

VersarLLes.—The National Congress
to elect a President of the French Re-
public for the full term of seven years
! met at the palace. M. Challemel Lacour
announced the death of Carnot, and de-
clared the Congress open. M. Michelin
(Socialist) at once sprang to his feet and
.shouted: *“I demand the suppression
‘of the Presidency of the Republic!” A

|
, tumultucus scene ensued, the uproar

being so great that the President could
not make himself heard. Socialist cries
of *“ Vive la revolution!” could be heard
all over the hall. Crder was finally re-
stored, and the balloting began amid
considerable discussion between the Sen-
ators and Deputies. No speeches were
made., The members of the National
Assembly deposited their ballots in the
urn, and the tellers tovk the urn to the
committee room, after which the tellers
reported the result of the vote to the
President of the Assembly, whereupon
Challemel Lacour gaid: *‘M. Casimir-
Perier having obtained an absolute ma-
1ority. 1 proclaim him President of the
‘rench Republic.” The following is the
complete result of the poll:

In officially notifving Casimir-Perier '

of his election Lacour delivered an elo-
quent oration, and in repiy Casimir-
Perier said: ‘“‘I can ecarcely restrain
the emotion I now feel. The National

Assembly bestows upon me the greatest

honor a citizen can ever receive by im-

posing upon me the heaviest moral re- ;
sponsibilities a man can bear. I shall

give my country all that is in me of en-
ergy and -patriotism. T shall give the
Republic all the warmth of my convic-
tions, which have never varied. I shall
give the democracy all my devouiur, =1l
my heart, as did he whose loss we now
deplore. Finally [ shall endeavor to do
all my duty.” The new President re-
ceived the congratulations of Premier
Dupuy, the Cabinet Ministers and a
large number of Senators and Deputies
in the room set apart for the use of the
Cabinet. Afterward he rcceived the
congratulations of the corréspondents of
the various newspapers present at Ver-
sailles upon this occasion. . Replying to
the newspaper men, Cagimir-Perier said :
‘[ have only one word to ray. You may
discuss me. I belong to yon; but never
forget France and the Republie.”

CANADIAN POLITICS.

The Resnlt of the General Elections for
the Outario Legislature.

Toroxto.—The general elections for
{he Ontario Legislature took place one
day last week throughout Ontario. The
elcctions were the most exciting ever

held in the Province, but dispatches
received from all points say that _every-
thing passed off guietly. The Liberal
overnment with Sir Oliver Mowat as
remier has been sustained. At the
close of the polls the vote stood as fol-
lows: Fiftv Liberals elected, 26 Con-
gervatives, 13 Patrons of Husbandry, 1
Independent and 1 member of the Prot-
estant Protective Association. Sir Oliver
Mowat’s majority over the Conservatives
is thus 24 and over the Conservatives,
Patrons, Independents and combines 8.
There are 98 members in the House, and
up to the present time 95 have been re-
turned. Four places are yetto hearfrom,
but they will not. materially change the
result. Judge Ballantine, ex-Speaker,
has heen defeated. W. Harty, Minister
of Public Works, who was running for
Kingston, has also been defeated. Sir
Oliver himself was re-elected for South
Oxford hy over 500 majority. A. 8.
Hardy, Commissioner of Crown Lands,
was re-elected by 100 majority. The
other Cabinet Ministers received large
majorities. The city of Toronto returned
four straight Conservatives. The cities
of Hamilton and Ottawa returned two
Liberals. The leader of the opposition,

PRACTICAL POULTERER

THE EFFECT OF INBREEDING.

While Inbreeding Has Its Purposes It
Certainly C t be R
to the Practical Poultry Raiser—Ilu-
teresting Agricultural Matter.

If we would keep up the vigor and fe-
cundity of our flocks of poultry, we must
infuse new blood into them. Inbreeding
is very good for every one to a limited
, extent, but inbreeding is more for the

fancier than for the practical poulterer.
i Inbreeding produces fine exhibition
| birds, where feathers, size and shape are
. nearly all ailike—almost perfect from the
judge’s point of view. As a rule these
true-to-a-feather birds show a wondei ful
amount of stupidity and lack of vitality

at the exhibitions. They are generally
It-low 1o move, slow to lay and slow to
{ develop. While inbreeding has its par-
' po-es it certainly cannot be recommend-
ed to the practical poultry raiser. We
need inbred fowls to be crossed with
other birds. In other words, new blood
must be constantly introduced into the
flock if the profit is to be gained therehy.
The fowls that we want for our use must
show activity, strength and vitality,
Every move of their body, legs and head
ghould indicate alertness, power and
quickness. How different from the stu-
pid, inactive birds of the exhibitions
that have been inbred to death. There
is probably a point beyond which even
the fancier wonld not care to go in close
inbreeding. His own flocks wonld then
deteriorate g0 in size, quality and anima-
tion that he would gain nothing by it.
But as a general rule the average fancier
| inbreeds too clore to make the birds of
| use to the practical poulterer, except as
' a strain to introduce among the more
practical birds of the farmyard. In or-
der to have plenty of fresh eggs fresh
blood should be introduced into the
flocks every year. Get as good blood as
possible to introduce, but even a mon-
grel bird will help the high-bred birds
better than none at all. In fact, rome-
| times the mongrel bird will bring points
|of hardness and endurance into the
{flocks that cannot be obtained from
those that have been go carefnliv reared
for generations past. The rooster rhould
be obtained from good stock, and very
often of a different breed from the hens;
and if a new one irobtained each season,
enough fresh blood will be hrought into
the flock to make the standard of the
' birds high. There is little chance of -
deterioration. and more eggs will be ob-
{ tained than from a flock that has been
'closely inbred for years. The very ac-
'tions of the birds will tell whether fresh
i blood is needed. If the roosters show
| attention to the hens, conrting them in
every way possible and giving them the
choice bits. it is safe to say they have
sufficient vigor and vitality. Bat if the
rooster is a dallard and laggard, not fol-
lowing in the chase after insects and
wourms, and the hens are quiet and dis-
inclined to exercise much, it is about
time to seek new blood.

A SIMPLE WAY

To Pasteurize Milk for Those Whoe De-
sire It for Family Use.

A simple method of pasteurizing milk
for those who desire it for family use is
as follows: The milk should be placed
in a clean bottle, which is put insideany
convenient metal vessel, into which cold
water ehould be poured nntil it reaches
the level of the milk in the bottle. The
mouth of the bottle should be closed

with a plug of clean white cotton. It
will be found more convenient in prac-
tice to raise the bottle containing the
milk about half an inch from the bottom
of the outer vessel hv any convenient
means, as this facilitrte: the circalation
of the hot water romd $:e bottle. The
outer vessel should then be placed on a
stove and slowly heated until the tem-
rature of the water reaches 156 degrees
‘ahrenheit. The vessel should then be
taken from the fire and covered closelv
with a piece of woolen cloth. It shounld
remain covered half an hour. at the ex-
iration of which time the bottle shonld
e taken out and put in a cool place.
The milk may be used at any time within
twenty-four hours. The cotton, however,
should not be removed, as it prevents
the entrance of dust or germs of any
kind. The explanation of the prncess is
very simple. A temperature of 150 de-
grees maintained for half an hour is suf-
ficient to destroy anv germs likely to be
present in milk, and by raising the tem-
rature of the outer water five degrees
in excess and then allowing the milk to

hour the proper temperature is insmred
for the required period of time. If
temperature is allowed to rise

degrees, the taste and quality of
milk are affected, though not ]
game extent as if it were boiled.

a quantity of gnhenrized milk §s ve- -
quired, several bottles may be placed in
the same vessel, all being filled to the
same height with the milk.

The Black Knot.

We call the attention of our readers
once more to the black knot. The dis-
ease is carried across fields by the winds,
and one affected tree may in a short time

spread the disease throngh a whole neigh-
borhood. As eoon as the first rigns of
the disease show in an orchard, every
branch that is affected shonld be cut off
and burned, and if any tree or trees are
badly affected, they ehould be eut down
and burned at the earliest porzible mo-
ment. No man ought to wait a day or
an hour if he finds that his irees are
diseased, for the only way to destrov the
epores is to destroy by fire. Black
knot is the worst disease that growers of
stone fruit have to contend with in the
Midwest, and they should not spare ef-
forts to snbdue and ultimately destroy
