Moore Whisky Imitated by a Seattle
Importer, Who is Now Under Arrest.

The recent arrest in Seattle, Wash., of
Aaron Jaffs by a United States internal
revenue officer for wholesaling liquor with-
out a license has disclosed one of the most
| daring and dangerous frauds that has been
| perpetrated against the government, and

against one of the most reputable and pop-
|ular whisky firms in the United States.
| Numerous complaints have reached Moore,
; Hunt & Co. of San Francisco, sole agents
on the Pacific Coast of the famous old
| Jesse Moore whisky, that a counterfeit ar-

ticle was being largely sold in Washington.
The labels, bottles and wrappers were each
| so exact an imitation of the genuine as to
| readily deceive the owners of the original
brand. 7The contents were, however, as
{ might be expecte1, not even an imitation,
but of so vile a character as to be readily
detected by any one who is familiar with
the high quality of the Jesse Moore whizky.
Jaffe confined his operations to the sale of
case goods; theretore detection was easy,
as was also success in disposing of his
goods, which bore the popular A A brand.
Ostensibly Jatfe was acting as agent for
the * Golden Medal Distilling Company of
Chicago,” possibly a mythical concern. At
any rate, all bills were made out and re-
ceipted in the name of that company.
However, in a type-written letter prepared
by Jaffe and mailed withoat signature to
liquor dealers in Washington, he openly
claimed that the whisky was spurious, but
that the labels and botiles were so success-
fully imitated as to deceive even Jesse
Moore & Co. or their agents, and in this
single claim he was correct.

It has been said that ‘‘poor things are
never imitated,” which is a truism that
even Jesse Moore & Co.and Moore, Hunt &
Co. may accept with some small degree of
satisfaction, and the fact that the Jesse
Moore whiskies have become immensely
popular and are steadily superseding ail
other brands of whisky on this Coast as
well as throughout the Eastern States, was
coubtless the strongest incentive to Jatfe to
embark in anillicit and fraundulent manu-
facture.

Selling liquor at wholesale without a li-
cense 18 a serious offenseagainst the United
States internal revenue laws, and Jaffe wiil
doubtless, as he should, upon conviction
receive a severerpenalty for his wrongdoing.
Infringement of a copyright is also a seri-
ous offense, with severe penalties. Alto-
gether, it would seem that this imitator of
an excellent article has involved himself to
an extent which will necessitate his pro-
longed retirement from the whisky busi-
ness.

When arrested and confronted with the
evidence of his crime, Jaffe broke down
and made a full confession of hig own guilt,
without, however, implicating his partners
in the fraud, whose identity is yet in doubt.
T'he facts will doubtless come out on the
trial, As the evidence against Jaffe is cu-
mulative and abundant, there is no doubt
of his conviction.

This is the most daring attempt yet made
to imitate the Jesse Moore whisky, but the
manufacturers may find some satisfaction
in the fact that the culprit is suppressed.
Moore, Hunt & Co. will vigorously push
the prosecution of Jaffe for traud in coun-
terfeiting their trade-mark and labels.

She Had Saved Every Hair.

Evidence may assume different shapes,
but it is seldom that a wife introducesin
court a pasteboard box filled with her
own hair as evidence of cruel and abu-
sive treatment at the hands of her hus-
band. This is what Mrs. Annie Sutton
of East Boston did in the Suffolk pro-
bate court at a hearing on her petition
for separate support and a money allow-
ance from her husband, John Sutton.

The box was 14 inches long, 6 wide
and 3 deep, and was filled with hair.
Mrs. Sutton testified that her husband
in fits of rage had pulled out her hair,
and that she had preserved it until she
now had the box full.

ANCIENT LIGHTHOUSES.

Beacon Lights to Guide Mariners Coeval
With the Earliest Commerce.

Beacon lights to guide the wave
tossed mariner to a safe harbor must
have been almost coeval with the earli:
est commerce. There is positive record
that lighthouses were built in ancient
times, though few evidences now re-
main to us from old writers or in crum-
bled ruins. This is not strange, for light
towers, never the most stable architec-
tural form, wera exposed to the storms
of sea and war.

The Greeks attributed the first light-
houses to Hercules, and he was consid-
ered the protector of voyagers. It is
claimed by some that Homer refers to
lighthouses in the nineteenth book of
the “‘Iliad.”’

Virgil mentions a light on a temple
to Apollo which, visible far out at sea,
warned and guided mariners. The Co-
lossus at Rhodes, erected about 300 B.
C., is said to have shown a signal light
from its uplifted hand.

The oldest towers known were built
by the Libyans in lower Egypt. They
were temples also, and the lightkeeper
priests taught pilotage, hydrography
and navigation. The famous tower on
the isle of Pharos, at Alexandria, built
about 285 B. C., is the first lighthouse
of undoubted record. This tower, con-
structed by Sostratus, the architect, was
square in plan, of great height and built
in offsets. An open brazier at the top
of the tower contained the fuel for the
light. At Dover and Boulogne, on ei-
ther side of the English channel, were
ancient lighthouses built by the Romans.
But the lighthouse at Corunna, Spain,
built in the reign of Trajan and recon-
structed in 1634, is believed to be the
oldest existing lighthouse.—E. P.
Adams in Cassier’s Magazine.
