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Both Harper and Murray are
working for John S. McMillin for

senator.

Gov. McGraw has evidently been
feeling the public pulse. He recom-

mends cutting down expenses in

state affairs, and also acknowledges

that the politics of the state could
be greatly improved.

Tuesday's vote for senator, on

joint ballot stood: Ankeny, (Rep.)
28; "Wilson, (Rep.) 27; Allen, (Rep)
13;McMillin,(Rep) 12; Jones. (Rep)
3; Rogers, (Pop) 23; ihe Republi-
cans were unable to agree on a

caucus candidate and it looks as
though a deadlock is very likely.

It is reported that Gloucester
fishermen are protesting against
the invasion of their markets by
Puget Sound and Alaska halibot
and cod fish. The fishing industry
of the Pacific Northwest is just be-

ginning to be thoroughly appreci-
ated and understood. During the
next few years we willreach \iearly
all the markets of the world.

The street car employes ofBrook-
lyn have struck, as a result of an-
other cut in their wages. New
hands were secured but the strikers

would not allow them to run the

cars. The militia was called out
and several riots have occurred and

half a dozen lives lost. At the
Tabernacle, last Sunday, Talniage,
in his opening prayer, in referring
to the present Brooklyn troubles,
prayed that ''Labor unions might
become strong enough to counteract
the evil influence of combined cap-
ital.''

The Whatcom Reveille is devot-
ing a great deal of space to what it
calls the ''Northwest Combination"
and enjoins representatives from all
of the northwest counties to join
in the combination, regardless of
their political faith, and unite for
''legislative purposes/ Just what
''legislative purposes" the Reveille
refers too is rather hard to compre-
hend, unless it means the election
of McMillin as senator. We are
afraid Col. Adams is barking up
the wrong tree, as he wrill never
get a Populist Representative treed
on any such proposition as that.

The French Republic has again
been thrown into the throes of
another political crisis, from which
only the flow of blood may be able
to resurrect it. The present crisis
was caused by the resignation of
the President and the Deputies.
The Duke of Orleans, the "Preten-
der" to the throne of France, has
issued a manifesto, in which he de-
clares his willingness to declare
himself "King ofFrance," ifhe can
get a following. However as there
has been a new President elected
the present government will,un-
doubtedly, be sustained.

THE LEGHORN FAMILY.
Description of the Most Popular of the

Non-sittliiK Breeds.

The Leghorn family embraces many
varieties ?the white, the brown, the
Dominique, the buff, the black and
the rose-combed white. They orig-
inated in Leg-horn, Italy?hence their
name ? but were brought to this

country by way of England. They
have become completely acclimated,

and are quite hardy.
The Leghorns are the most popular

breed for eggs. Th ey are non-sitters,

and, if kept under favorable condi-
ditions, will lay plenty of eggs during

the winter. It is essential, however,

that their quarters be kept warm, or

the combs are liable to freeze. Being

of small size, they require less food
than some of the larger varieties of
fowl, and also mature earlier. They
are restless and nervous and excellent
foragers. They do not stand confine-
ment well.

The most esteemed varieties of this
family are the white and the brown.
Both are equally hardy and good lay-
ers, but the white has the advantage
of producing much larger eggs than
the brown. In this respect the white
compares most favorably with the
Minorcas, whn the flavor of its eggs
is admitted to be superior. As market
poultry, their small size is against
them, the male seldom exceeding
seven pounds in weight when fully ma-
tured, and the female rarely reaching
five pounds. ?N. Y. World.

FATTENING POULTRY.
Some Timely Hints from the Columns of

an English Paper.

Many persons who keep fowls have
no idea whatever how to proceed if
they want to fatten their birds, says
Mark Lane Express. A dim idea per-
vades their minds that they willflour-
ish and lay on flesh if they are con-
fined altogether in a small yard or
shed, in which they can huddle up in
the damp and filth, and eat to their
till of the food which is periodically
scattered among1 them. But this is en-
tirely opposed to the experience of
practical and experienced feeders. Old
birds should not be fattened for mar-
ket if it can possibly be avoided, as

the3T rarely pay for the time, trouble
and outlay of money; secondly, the
young birds of either sex should be
separated from each other at a very
early age. It is a great mistake, too,

to subject fowls to a very extended
period of fattening, as after they are
kept in close quarters fora long period
many birds go off their feed and lose
flesh rapidly. About three weeks
is a fair period to estimate for put-
ting the final touches on th*»ir
conuition, but the experience of a
practical feeder will inform him when
each bird is "ripe." It is best at this
time to confine each bird by itself in
a narrow coop boarded, specially made
for the purpose, and usually forming
one of a long row of six or seven, or
even more, of such receptacles, in
which he cannot turn round, but can
only sit still, eat and meditate in
quiet. They should be fed in troughs
regularly and liberally, and the ves-
sels should be removed as soon as each
bird has stopped feeding. The fatten-
ing pens should be kept in a shed by
themselves, away from other birds,
and should be provided with a blind,
so that the apartment can be dark-
ened after each meal, the birds being
thus left to digest their food and lay
on flesh in peace. Sweet skim milk is
preferable to water for their con-
sumption, and soft food is far more
satisfactory in its results than grain.
Seme people cram their birds arti-
fically with thick gruel, which is forced
into the crops by a tube, though the
practice is too complicated for an ordi-
nary establishment.

CHEAP POULTRY HOUSE.
If Possible It Should Be Built with a

Southern Exposure.

Many plans of poultry houses are
given, and most of them are too elab-
orate for the farmer and ordinary
poultry keeper. Au expensive poultry
house is no better than a cheaper one
for real service. The following illus-
trates a simple, cheap poultry house
that anybody can build by simply
looking1 at the illustration. The
house should be built if possible with
a southern exposure. In the south or
middle states the house just as it ap-
pears will answer all purposes In tlje
north tliere should be tarred paper be-
tween the studdin? and boards, and in
the extreme north double walls would
be better. Inside place the roosts low
and as numerous as may be needed.
Nests may be constructed at the back
of the house and covered with a slant-
ing lid so that they can be reached
without entering the house. The
small door at the lower left-hand cor-
ner is for the egress and ingress of the

poultry. Should there be a run, how-
ever, we would built it at one end of
the house, with a small door in the

similar to the one shown in the
front, and it is desirable to have this
partly covered and protected on the
sides. In other words there should
be a shed for use in stormy
weather. This house may be builthigh enough to permit a chamber or
second story for the storage of the
feed. The drainage, remember, shouldbe good.?Farmers' Voice.

LIVE ANIMALS' WEIGHT.

Hales According to Which ItMay Be £?-
timated Correctly.

The following rules may be applied
to estimate the weight of live an mals:

Take a string, put it around the beast,

standing square, just behind the shoul-

der blade: measure on a foot rule the

feet and i ches the animal is in circum-
ference; this is called the .rirth; then
with the string measure from the bone
of the tail which plumbs the line with
the hinder part of the buttock; direct
the line along the back to the fore part
of the shoulder blade; take the dimen-
sions on the foot rule as before, which
is the length, and work the figures in
following manner: Girth of the bul-
lock, six feet four inches; length, five
feet three iuclies, which multiplied to-
gether, make 31 square superficial
feet that multiplied by 23?the num-

ber of pounds allowed to each super-
ficial foot of cattle measuring less
than seven and more than five in
girth?makes 713 pounds. Where the
animal measures less than nine and
more than seven feet in girth, SI is thu
number of pounds to each superficial
foot. Again, suppose a pig" or any
Mnall beast should measure two feet
in ffirth and two feet along the bacU,
which, multiplied together, make four
square feet; that multiplied by li-
the number of pounds allowed foreach
square foot of cattle measuring less
tiian three feet in girth?makes 44
pounds. Again, suppose a calf or
sheep should measure four feet six
inches in girth and three feet nine
inches in length, which multiplied to-
gether, makes 10)4 square feet; that
multiplied by 16?the number of
pounds allowed to all cattle measur-
ing less than five and more than three
feet in girth?makes 264 pounds. ?

Friendship Among Animals.
Nothing in animal life is, perhaps,

more interesting1 or curious than some
of the friendships formed between
animals. Not a few vicious horses have
been rendered comparatively good-
tempered b}rhaving as a companion a
dog, cat or donkey; but it has general-
ly happened that when the companion
animal has died the presence of an-

other of the same species have proved
the reverse of agreeable. Is it instinct
or some sort of refined reasoning that
leads two animals entirely different to
choose companions in this way? In-
stinct is a mystic kind of word and so

singularly plastic that it can be ac-

commodated to almost any expression.
Some people rank instinct next to
reason, while others would appear to
place it on a higher level than any
faculty with which man is endowed;
but when two animals naturally op-
posed to each other take a mutual lik-
ing to eCt?h other there must be some

sort of subtle agency at work.?Breed-
er's Gazette.

HOG POINTERS.
Science can't invent anything better

for young animals than pure milk.
Feed the sow liberally on non-heating
materials.

Feed pigs a pound of corn meal to
twenty pounds of milk; this makes a
nutritive ratio of one to eight. When
the pigs are approaching time for fat-
tening increase the proportion of meal
to milk.

Ifyou are going to feed, feed. Don't
do it by halves. Itcosts less to put on
100 pounds of fat in a month than in
three months with like material. But
remember that there is a point in fat-
tening beyond which itis not profitable
to go.

Blood does not "tell"so fast in any
stock as in hogs. Having as they do,
two, and sometimes three litters per
year, of eight to twelve in a litter, a
wide-awake breeder may very soon
have a fine drove and hogs to sell.

Since sheep seem so balky in return-
ing profits we shall have to make more
of a specialty of swine. No stock pay
better in money returns and in farm
fertility. Don't stock up with a poor
breed. Better have one well bred sow
than half a dozen in-bred, weak scrubs.

A good hog is as essential to profit as
a good cow. Avoid the race of swine
having a pinched, stunted or immature
appearance. Fullness in length, depth
and breadth, completeness in rotundity
and ease of motion speak well for a
hog's digestion, prosperity and his ca-
pacity to make pork profitably.

Look out for lice on store hogs.
These parasites will do more to dam-
age the comfort and appearance and
also the productive value of a hog than
several other troubles combined. Drip
lard or cotton oil scented with kero-
sene along their backs once per week
xor three weeks. -Look sharp.
