FOUND GUILTY

Defendant Straub Forgets His Story and
Gets Badly Muddled in His Cross.
Examination.

STRAUB WEAKENS.

The Midnight Scene in the Conrt Room
Was One That Will Long Be Re.
Remembered By These
Present.

The Jury Were Out About Eight Hours
When They Returned a Verdict of Mur-
der in the First Degree--The Prisoner
Taken to Whatcom--Straub Gives Very
Conflicting Testimony and Convicts
Himself--Motion For a New Trial to be
Heard November 14.

TESTIMONY OF RICHARD H. STRAUB.

Am forty-nine years of age, have re-
sided in San Juan county, on Blakely
island, nearly six years. Was born in
Western Canada and came to the
United States when I was eight years
old. I first went to Blakely island to
hunt, and resided on land now occu-
pied by John Parberry. I filed on that
peice together with three fortys of the
Burns land. First got acquainted with
Leon Lanterman nearly four years ago.
Became acquainted with Ralph Blythe
abouta year ago last May. John Lan-
terman was on the island when I came
there and got acquainted with him
shortly after. I was at home on Friday,
August 30th, 1835. I remember the
clover field on the Burns land. The
field south of the clover field represents
the potato flield. On morning of Aug-
ust 30, 1895, I got up about sunrise.
After getting up and dressing I fed hogs
and milked cows. Went from home
about nine or ten o’clock. George and
Irving Parberry and Viereck and Roy
Griswold stayed with me the night
before. When I left at nine or ten,
Gearge Parberry went with me to Pret-
tyman’s land, near the mill. After we
landed we walked to where his moth-
er’s place is near the center of the
island, got there near noon and remain-
ed there a couple of hours or more, had
dinner and left soon after. George
left with me. Went back to beach
where we left boat and went from
there to Dzecatur postoffice; went at his
request, got there near two o’clock.
After we arrived it was considerable
time before boat came, she was some-
what late. George got aboard boat and
I went down and talked with him ’till
boat left; then carried up a tish to Mr.
Fussells’ house; I took part of the fish
home. I left Decatur postoffice near
five o’clock that afternoon. Usual route
2} to 2} miles from Deecatur postotfice
to my house. By water about one-half
mile from my house to bay on Parber-
ry place. On my way home I saw Irv-
ing Parberry’s blue skiff nearly oppo-
site burnt house he wasstanding near it
beckoning me to come ashore, I went,
slowly, could not row fast. It took
about an hour to row from Decatur to
where Irving stood. It would not take
a good rower that long. T sailed for a
ways and then rowed. I cannot hold
an oar with my right hand. I arrived
at that beach about six o’clock as near
as I can remember. I remained in the
boat when I first landed, Irving got
into my boat with me. Commenced
his conversation as soon as I touched
the shore, perhaps before he stepped
into my boat and sat down. He told
me in a kind of hurried and excited
manner that Lanterman had abused
him, and called him a liar and abused
him in various ways, and accused him
of eutting Burng’ bull and threatened
to lick him; said he, Leon, had seen
Straub upon the hill setting fire and
the d——d old s—ofa b would not
be there long to bother anyone. That
Ralph Blythe had been there but a

him also. Abused him morelparticular-
ly about eutting the bull. Irving did
not tell of threats made by Blythe
against me. While this conversation
was going on we both sat-in the boat
I noticed saw and pevy in Parberry’s
boat. Said he had ieft some tools upon
the hill and was afraid to go after
them, was afraid they would hurt him.
I said it was about quitting time and I
thought they had gone home, he took
my revolver and started up the hill.
The revolver was loaded with five
cartridges. When he started up the hill
I started toward home. I got started
toward home perhaps, two or three

to the northwest corner and around
that way. I got pretty close to the bars
near the tence when I heard a shot in
the direction of the bars and the bullet
came close to my head. I was not far
from the bars, perhaps fifteen or twenty
yards and half that distance from the
fence. I was running toward the fence,
as nearus I can recollect I was going
for the trail. I immediately raised my
gun and fired in the direction from
which the shot came. Immediately
after I shot, I saw Leon Lanterman
standing inside the fence leaning on
the fence his hand holding a revolver.,
He shot just an instant before I did

I thought, and when I shot he fell. 1
was excited; did not know what I was
doing. I kept on toward the bars with
original idea, and after I killed him I
realized that I could go back home
along the fence and I turned back, and
when I got almost opposite him I saw
a revolver and stooped down and pick

ed it up and realized it was wmine. I
stop an instant and put the revol-
ver in my pocket and pro_eeded on my
way home by the trair. Next time I
saw Irving Parberry I was nearly
home, and heard my dog and thougt
some one had shot my dog. I stepped
up toatree and then [ heard Irving
Parberry calling, oh Mr. Straub come
heie quick. I asked him if he shot the
dog and he said no he kicked the dog.
He had both the rifle and my shot gun
and took both to the house. I pulled
the pistol out of my pocket, examined
it and saw that 1t was empty, and then
laid it down on a chair. The next time
I saw it you took it out of your pocket
here in the court room. I asked him
why he took the snot gun, and he said
there were no cartridges for the rifle.
I got some more cartridges and gave
him and t.en fed the chickens. We
then concluded to go by his house and
come over and give ourselves up. I hid
the shot gun under a log. I also hid
valuabie things when I went away
from the house. It is two and-a-halfor
three miles to Mrs. Parberry’s from my
house. Did not meet any body till we
got near the house of Mrs. Parberry.
Met Charlie Williams and another
man, guess it was Woodruff, and Ern-
est Prettyman. I asked Charlie if he
could take us to Friday Harbor. He
said his boat was just painted, and I
told him I had had a little trouble, he
concluded to take us over. We went
to the house and Irving washed him-
self and changed his clothes and then
we started for Charlie Williams’ place
and arrived there at half-past eight and
had supper. Then we came down and
turned the boat over and started for
Friday Harbor. We arrived at Friday
Harbor and met a man on the wharf
who took us to the sheriff and he took
us to the jail and gave us some blankets
and mattresses and locked us up. Ever
since then I have been in the custody
of the officers here and at Whatcoi.
As to the shoes they were laying
around in thire in the way and
tue boy, if I e:olleet, put them in the
water closet. The boy told me about
the shoes over in the Whatcom jail. I
told him I wished I had known it and
I would have told the sheriff. I told
the sheriff on board the Bay City, com-
ing over what the boy told me. There
was no stove in the jail in Friday Har-
bor then. There is now. I heard Mrs.
Burns' testimony here the other day
with relation to her statement *‘dare to
shoot me you murderer’” is untrue. I
heard Trving Parberry’s testimony on

the witness stand as to how the shoot

ing occured, where Irving Parberry’s
story conflicts with mine 1t is untrue.

Never compelled him to go up into
the woods and do any shooting. Never

compelled him to do anything. Ad-
vised him to get his tools and come
home. Never asked him why he did
not shoot and never saw him do any
shooting. While 1 jail we had some
conversation. The first I knew that
Leon had picked up a club Irving told
me about it. I did make statements to
the reporters. The Parberry Loy was

separated from me about a week after

we went there, tirst time I saw him after

ness stand. The conversation at the
school election, as I remmber it, John
Parberry and the Spencers had some
trouble 1n regard to it, said they never
could get along as long as the Spencers
run it, and I said the Spencers were no
more to blame than others, and Leon
jumped up in his seat and asked if I
meant him and I said I meant who-
ever it fit. I told him to come out of
the house if he wanted a fuss, and not
have any there in the school house.
He came at me again and some one got
between us. Later in the day Grove
Gage came up tothe desk and got my
attention and told me Leon had a gun
in his pocket. While working for Dr.
Smith, John Parberry told e that
Leon had drawn a bead on his ritle
and said he was only waiting for a
chance to draw a bead on Old Straub,
and told me to look out for him. About
two years ago this fall I began to get
intimate with the Parberry boys. The
Parberry boys told me that the Burns
and Lantermmans had always tried to
influence them against me untill they
got acqainted with ine. Shortly after
the school meeting last June I met
Leon in Thatcher pass. He was on
land and I was in my boat. He asked
me to enme ashore and settle the school
matter. He wanted me to ecome ashore
and shoot with him. [ toid him I had
no gun. I wassomewhat frightend as
I did not know but he might fire at me.

tion. The cross-examination was of a
most thorough and searching nature
and was ably conducted on the part of
the State by Thos. G. Newman. We
have not the space to publish the cross
examination entire, it is sufficient to
say that the fallacys of the story told
by the defendant in his direct exami-
nation were fully exposed aund the ma-
terial parts of his testimony was clearly

roven by his own statements to have
geen the grossest fabrications. A feeble
attempt was made by defendant’s at-
torneys, to bolster up and repair his
testimony on redirect examination, but
the attempt was futile, and the defend-
ant was totally unable to repair the
wreck and damage done by the cross-
examination.

On the closing of the testimoy by the
defense, some witneswes were called by
the State in rebuttal and for pur})oses
of impeachment. This portion of the
evidence, however, as a matter of news
is unimportant. At the closing of the
rebuttal testimony, Judge H.
Thacker, county prosecutor, 0 ned
the case in behalf of the State before
the jury and in an able and thorough
manner reviewed the testimony and
law applicable to this case. At the

consideration at 4:50 p. m.

On Monday wmorning counsel for de-
fense made a motion that defendant be
allowed from a mouth to six weeks to
tile motion for a new trial on the
ground of newly discovered evidence.
The Judge being fully advised in the
maltter, ordered that court convene at
2 p. m., Nov. 14th, 1895, for the pur-
pose of hearing the motoin. They
were given until Nov. 7 in which to
ﬂile attidavits in support of their mo-
tion.

The jury returned a verdiet of mur-
der in the first degree a little after mid-
night on the 20th. The judge and at-
torneys were notified, and in a few
moments the armed guards with
Straub, handcuffed, filed into the dim-
ly lighted hall. The prisoner dropped
into a chair, his shoulders drooped,
head bowed and brow kmitted. His
attorneys seated beside whispering into
his ears, but he heeaed them not, and
when the few words were read that|
sealed his doom, he seeme.a not to hear
it. The solemn midnight hour, the
dark and gloomy room—for the hall
was dimly lighted the two rifles and
revolver, the blood stained clothing
and great hob nailed shoes, the grim
and silent witnesses of the bloody
drama, lent a weired and ghostly ap-
pearance to the scene that impressed
one as in keeping with the dark and
terrible character of the man who had
just been tried. After the verdict was
read the jury was dismissad and filed
silently out of the court room. The at-
torneys for the defense took a few ex-
ceptions, but their voices were hushed
almost to whispers. Ina few minutes
court was adjourned, the judge and at-
torneys passed out and vanished in the
darkness and Straub was returned to
his cell.

Sheriff Newton Jones and Deputy
Geo. Thacker took the prisoner to
Whatcom, where he can be more se-
curely confined. The work done on
the part of Sheriff Jones and his depu-
ties deserves mention and the citizens
of San Juan county have given them
much prais®. The prisoner was well
cared forand the very best of order pre-
vailed during the entire trial.
