Ot Interest to Fruit Growers.
The attendance at the horticultural

meeting last Thursday evening at the
court house hall was very small, owing,
doubtless, to the fact that no notice of
it had been published or otherwise
given out. Mr. Cheadle, a prominent
horticulturist of Pierce couny, gave a
brief but instructive address on fruit
growing in general and insect pests in
particular. He also laid stress upon
the over supply of fruit for the local
market and called attention to the fact
that the state board of horticulture
recommueds the culture of only such
varieties offruit as willbear shipment
to the Eastern cities. He believes that
two varieties of apples and one of cher-
riees are sufficient. He particularly
recommends the Baldwin apple, if set
out on bottom land, and the Bing cher-
ry, and advises that each orchardist
should cultivate from fifteen to seven-
teen hundred trees at least, so as to
produce enough fruit to admit of ship-
ment in car load lots. No license fee
is required for the privilege of selling
nursery stock in this state, but each
nurseryman is required to give a bond
of $3,000 that he willcomply with the
the law as to inspection and the sale
of infected stock.

LET US HAVE A BOARD OF TRADE.

Many Reasons Why a Board of Trade
Would Benefit Oar Town and

Onr County in General

It is when business is dull ti.at a
|good business man shows his superior-
ity over the inferior one by his well di-
rected efforts to improve hisaitairsaud
the affairs of the county in general.
The community that does not try to

<help itself, but sits aroutid and whines
about the hard times, is tiie one that
generally gets left. It is admitted by
all that we are having very hard times
and that the prospect is not overly
bright lor the future. Our county likely
feels the depression as little as any
county in the stale, still we feel it, and
some of us badly. Now the question is,
can we improve our condition or our
county, and if so, how are we to go
about it? It is the writer's can-
did opinion that our condition and the
condition ofour county, can not only
be bettered but can be improved in a
marked degree. San Juan county has
hever been afflicted witha boom, hence
we had none to collapse, but slie has
never made any organized effort to
bring people or new industries within
her borders. The people that have
come here within the last five years,
have drifted here without the solicita-
tion of any of our citizens, ami the new
enterprises that have been established
were started with little or no encour-
agement from our people. Now l«t us
change all this; let us make an organ-
ized effort to bring our resources and
wonderful advantages more promi-
nently before the outside world; let us
get a littleof the spirit manifested by
other communities instilled into our
people,?i.e.?San Juan county against
the world. We have the best limestone
to be found on the Pacific coast, the
best orchards and orchard lands on the
Sound, some of the finest farms in the
state, and the best fisheries in the world,
?all these, together with our rich soil,
delightful climate, grand scenery and
beautiful waters, bays and islands,
make it the banner little county of
Western Washington. Who can say
that he has ever seen any mention
in our eastern papers setting forth our
advantages, and not only it this true of
our eastern journals but also of our
state papers The Post-Intelligencer,
which has a large circulation m this
county, has never, to our knowledge,
published an article advocating this
county as a good field for settlers or for
the establishment of new enterprises.
Possibly we are to blame for this con-
dition of things, for if we do not our-
selves think it worth while to do any-
thing to help our condition, we cer-
tainly cannot expect outsiders to do so.
Let us change all this by organizing a
county board of trade. Friday Harbor's
business men and wide-a-wake citizens
should start the good work by organiz-
ing at once, a board of trade, whose
duty it would be to work for the best
interests of our community and the
county at large; the board to meet
weekly or monthly to consider all
questions of interest to us, and aid in
the starting of new industries and
bringing new settlers to our county.
We need a creamery, more good sal-
mon canneries, fruit canneries, flour
millsetc. and we can have them if we
only try. Are we ready to organize, to
take hold and help ourselves ?
