LOPEZ ISLAND NEWS NOTES.

whiecli is an average of not much less than
1,000 tons,and the freight carried aimmounted
to (4,471,649 net tons. The number of
vessels that passed throuzh the Suez canal
in 1894 was only eighty-two less than the
number in 1895, and the net tonnage was
8,039,105. The tonnage 1895, then, very
slightly exceeded one-half the tonnage of
the “S00” canal, carrying almost entirely
coarse bulk freights and open less than
eigh®months. Two and a ha:f million
tons of coal, nearly 9,000,000 barrels of
flour, 41,000,000 bushels of wheat and
other grains, nearly 8,000,000 tons of iron
ore and three-quarters of a million thou-
sand feet of lumber, board measure, were
the larger items of freight. The canal
passed 16 per cent more vessels than the
year before, made 9 per cent more lock-
ages and recorded 23 per cent increase
over the year before in registered tonnage
and 10 per cent increase in the amount of
freight carried. On a single day, July
17, the lock pissed 119 vessels.

Besides the American canal there is the
Canadian canal, completed last vear and
open for eighty-seven days. This canal
passed 1,163 vessels, carrying 520,932 tous
of freight and having a net registered ca-
pacity of 717,003 tous. Putting the two
cwa s together, the tonnage of vessls
pissing through the St. Mary’s river and
1ts canals is fully double the tonnage of
vessels passing through the Suez canal,
and the number passing vessels is more
than four times as great.—Journal of Com-
merece (New York).
