POULTRY POINTS IN A NUTSHJELI

The following facts and figures, says
Poulry Monthly, answers many queries
which reach poultry editors at least once
a year. Itwould be a good idea to care-
fullypreserve them for future reference,
They are not given at random, but have
been carefully compiled and edited:

Ittakes about three months to grow a
broiler.

No brooder pen should contain over
fifty chicks.

Broilers shrink about half a pound
each when dressed.

The shell of an egg contains about fifty
grains ot silt of lime.

Forty dressed ducklings are packed in
a barrel for shipment.

From thirty-tive to forty ducks and
drakes are allowed in a pen.

The duck averages ten dozen eggs in
about seven months' laying.

Ducklings arc marketed at five pounds
weight, which they should attain in ten
weeks.

Ten dozen eggs in a year is the average
estimate given us the production of the
hun.

About four dozen eggs are given as an
average for the annual output of the tur-
key.

Duck feathers sell at 40 cents per pound.
Goose feathers bring double the amount.

Eggs intended for'hatching should not
be kept over Jour weeks. They must be
turned over every day or two.
It will require seven pounds of

skimmed milk to equal one pound of lean
beef for flesh-forming qualities.

One dollar per head is the average cost
ofkeeping a fowl a year, and the same
amount is a fair estimate of the profits.

In mating ducks, about seven are al-
lowed a drake in the beginning ofthe sea-
son; more as the weather grows warmer,
until a dozen are reached.

Poultry manure contains 2.43 per cent
of phosprioric acid; 2.26 per cent potash,
and 3.25 per cent nitrogen, as ammonia
and organic matter.

In 100 purls of the yelk, 52 per cent is
water, 45 per cent is oil and fat, and 1 per
cent each ot albuminoids, coloring and
mineral matter.

Itcosts 1 cent each in the East to pro-
duce an egg; out West, where grain is
cheaper, their cost would hardly exceed
h \lfa cent.

In 100 parts of the white ofan egg, about
84 per cent is water; 12.5 per cent albu-
men; 1 per cent mineral matter, and 2.5
per cent sugar, etc.

A Light Brahma hen's egg will weigh
from two and a quarter to two and a half
ounces, or about one pound and twelve
ounces per dozen.
Ifproperly kept and judiciously applied

to land, poultry manure is worth one-
half the cost of the food the fowlgets, and
yet little account is taken ofthe droppings
when an estimate is made of the profits.

Compared with well-rotted barn ma-
nure, there are 48.60 pounds ofphosphoric
acid in hen manure to 6in barn manure;
41 pounds of potash to 10 in barn manure,
and 67 pounds of nitrogen to 11 in barn
manure. The analysis is based on a ton
each ofhen and barnyard manures.

Taken
altogether the month has been colder and
considerab'y dryer than usual and has
had more clear days.

Cost of Milk Production.
Prof. Wing of Cornell, in his summary

closing Bulletin 52, on "Cost of MilkPro-
duction," says:

Our records of this herd for the year
seems to us to warrant the following con-
clusions:

I.?With a fairly good herd, carefully
fed and kept, milk can be produced for
65 cents per hundred weight, and fat for
16 cents per pound for the cost of food
consumed.

2.?That individuals of the same breed
vary more widely in milk and butter pro-
duction than do the breads themselves.

3.?The larger animals consumed less
pounds of dry matter per 1,000 pounds
live weight per day than did the smaller
animals.

4.?That in general the best yields of fat
were obtained from cows that gave at.
least a fairly large flow of milk.

s.?ln general, the cows consuming the
most food produced both milk and fat at
the lowest rate.

6.?For the production of milk and fat
there is no food so cheap as good pasture
grass.
