Mrs. Annie Dyer, the baby farmer,
of Rudbig, Eng., arrested on March 9
on the charge of murdering many in-
fants intrusted to her care, was hanged
in Newgate prison.

The three-masted schooner Edward
C. Allentrue, Captain McLaughlin,
from Baltimore for Portland, sank off
Job’s neck, on the south side of this
island, near Vineyard Haven, Mass.
From the fact that the vessel’s boats
have come ashore in pieces and ar-
ticles of clothing have been picked up
it is feared that all on board were lost.

Sixty cloakmakers employved by a
Chicago firm, were thrown intoa panic
by a fire, and it seemed for a time that
some of them would be trampled to
death in the scramble to escape. The
fire was in the stairway on the second
floor and escape was finally effected by
rushing through the flames. It was
soon extinguished with but little dam-
age.

O. F. Tyler, a son of President Tyler,
is a prisoner in Richmond, Va., charg-
ed with shooting with intent to kill
Jack Carr, a young negro. Tyler isa
dairyman residing near Richmond.

NEWS IN BRIEF.

The American line steamer St. Paul
has again broken her record across the
Atlantic. The St. Paul left Southamp-
ton at noon May 30 and passed The
Needles about 1:25 P. M. June 5. Her
time for the trip was 5 days, 5 hours
and 36 minutes, beating all records by
over 1! hours. The best previous
western record of the St. Paul, made
on her last voyage, was 6 days, 9 hours
and 5 minutes. She has, in the pres-
ent trip, reduced that time 3! hours,
and also made a new western record
from Southampton.

Alarming news regarding the plague
which is raging in China and other
countries of Southern Asia was brought
by the steamer Peru, which arrived
from Hong Kong and Yokohama in
San Francisco, seven days late, on ac-
count of being detained at quarantine
at Nagasaki. Deaths are occurring by
hundreds in the Orient. At Canton
there were 315 deaths in one week re-
cently. At Hong Kong, when the
Peru sailed, May 5, 617 persons were
down with the cholera, and new cases
were being reported at the rate of 25
a day.

James McKinney, of the commission
firm of McKinney Bros., of Kansas
City, has practically cornered the po-
tato market. McKinney is said to
have more of the product to sell than
all the other potato brokers in the
West. Within the past four days, Me-
Kinney has raised the price of potatoes
25 cents, and a further rise is antici-
pated. Twenty days ago McKinney
contracted for the only available po-
tateos now in the West, 100 calroads,
from Greeley, Colo. McKinney is said
to have cornered the market five years
ago, when he raised the pirce from 35
cents to §1 a bushel.

S. Asano, one of the chiefs in the
naval department of the sovernment of
Japan, will arriye on the next steamer
from the Orient in S8an Francisco. An
important matter connected with the
coming visit of S. Asano to the Pacific
coast is the opening of a new steamship
line between Tokio and the Pacifio
coast. In heralding the advance of
this new line Asano will say that it
will handle freight cheaper than either
of the lines running from San Francisco

and Puget Sound, and that the landing -

place on this coast will be at Portland.

THE SALE OF BONDS.

Sesretary Carlisle Replies to the Senate
Subcommittee.

Washintgon, June 11.—Secretary
Jarlisle’s reply to the subcommittee
of the senate finance committee charged
with the investigation of the sale of
United States bonds during the years
1894, 1895 and 1896, was made publio
today. Reviewing. the conditions
which led to the bond issue, the seq:e-
tary says:

‘‘Largely on account of the appre-
hension incurred as to the ability of
the government to continue the current
redemption of its notes in gold ocoin
and maintain the parity of the two
metals, the exports of gold during the
fiscal year 1893 reached the unpiéce-
dented amount of $108,680,844, nearly

all of which was withdrawn from the
public treasury by the presentation of |
notes for redemption. |

‘‘Notwithstanding the most strenu-
ous efforts-by the department to main- !
tain the $100,000,000 reserve intact, |
on the 22d day of April, 1898, it be- |
came necessary to use part of it for re- |
demption purposes. '

‘‘Very little gold being received on i
account of the duties of the govern- |
ment, it was therefore impossible to
incgease the reserve without resortipg |
to 1ssue and sale of bonds under the
authority conferred by the reeumption‘l‘
aot.”’

The secretary then refers to the bond
call of January 17, 1894, which netted
the government $58,644,917. From
that date to November 14, 1894, when
the free gold in the treasury was $61,-

78,374, the amount varied but little.

Tbe secretary continues:

““In the meantime, the frequent
presentation of notes for redemption
in gold by individuals and institutions
not desiring it for exportation clearly
indicated the existence of uneasiness |

Americans Imprisoned in
Filthy Quarters.

CASE OF THOMAS H. DAWLEY

Consul-General Lee Ts Investigating
the Condition of the Prisoners—
Dawley’s Letter.

Havana, June 10.—A local paper
prints an interview with Consul-Gen-
eral Lee on the subject of his mission,
in which he is quoted as saying that
he came to inform himself on the prob-
lem presented in Cuba, and would re-
port to Washington with strict im-
partiality and justice.

The reasons why he was selected
were, first, his great friendship for
Cleveland, with whom he is identified
in ideas and sentiment; and, second,
having commanded General R. E,
Lee’s cavalry and been accustomed to
reconnoitre, he better than anybody
else is able to understand the kind of
war the insurgents are waging.

Consul-General Lee has visited the
several Americans imprisoned in Ca-
banas fortress. He found the com-
petitor men very wretched and in filthy
quarters. He will apply for their re-
lief at once.

It is reported that no formal chango
has yet been made in the case of
Thomas R. Dawley, the correspondent
of Harper’s. It is expected he will be
released soon. He complains that his
arms were tied behind him when he
was arrested, aud that he was threat-
ened with death because he could not
carry baggage.

Captain Shippey thinks it is a section
of an infernal machine, or possibly a
contrivance used in the manufacture of
bombs.

Portugal’s Offer.

Rio de Janeiro, June 12.—Full de-
tails of Portugal’s offer to mediate be-
tween England and Brazil in relation
to Trinidade, have been received by
President Moraes. The Brazilian su-
preme court has decided that the am-
nesty law, passed last year for the ben-
efit of prisoners engaged in the rebellion
in Rio Grande do Sui, is void so far
as it relates to the exclusion of certain
officers of the army and navy. If is re-
ported that Seminario, the rebel leader
in the Peruvian province of Loreto, is
losing heart in his movement since he
has been informed that the Barzilian
govenrment has decided to allow the
passing of Peruvian troops up the
Amazon.

Signed by the President.

Washington, June 12.—The presi-

Invaded by Turkish Troops.

000 ounces of standard gold at the |
price of $17.80441 per ounce, to be
paid for in United States 80-year 4 per |
cent bonds. No less than one half of |
the gold was to be procured abroad and
the parties agreed so far as lay in their
power, to exert any financial influence |
and to make all legitimate efforts to
protect the treasury against the with- |
drawal of gold pending the complete |
performance of the contract. i

The secretary quotes from the presi- '
dent’s message, sent to congress imme- |
diately on the execution of the con- |
tract, in which he again calls atten- |
tion to the financial condition. The
sgreement to protect the treasury gold, |

the secretary says, was faithfully car- |
ried out, and, he adds: !
““After a large part of the gold had |
been furnished from abroad, the secre- |
t:ry, in order to preveut disturbances
in rates of foreign exchange and create
a condition that would force gold ex- |
ports and consequent withdrawals, ac-
quiesced in a departure from the literal
terms of the contract requiring one-half |
to be procured abroad and accepted de-
posits of gold then held in this country
to complete the delivery.”’
Withdrawals of gold again set in,
apd December 2. 1895, the president
again sent a message to congress, ask-
ing remedial legislation, but none was
enacted, and on January 6, 1896, a cir-
cular was issned asking for subscrip-
tions for $100,000,000 4 per cent bonds.

General Arolas, whom he succeeded,
has recently gone back to Artemisa to
resume command of the trocha.

Notwithstanding the reluctance of
the American government to acknowl-
edge that war exists here, General
Weyler and the Madrid govenrment
seem to recognize it. In denying Gen-
eral Bradley permission to visit Daw-
ley in Morro, the captain-general used
these signfiicant words:

““Under Spanish laws. no foreigner
can enter a Spanish fortress in time of
war.”’

The words are much commented on
in Havana. They are commended to
the consideration of Mr. Olney.

Dick Armstrong Says
Stole It.

New York, June 10.—The World to-
day says: After twenty years spent in
organizing and accompanying. expedi-
tions to the uninhabited island of
Cocos, four hundred miles southwest of
Panama, where he believed he would
find the tens of millions of treasare
which the pirate Morgan is said to
have buried there, Richard W. Arm-
strong, of San Francisco, has come
East to sue a wealthy Boston man, who
he says, stole his maps and discovered
his treasure. Waldor H. Phillips has
taken his case. In the 40s, Armstrong
gays his father met an old Spaniard,

| sick and without friends. He provided

for him, and on his deathbed, the
Spaniard confessed that he had been
one of Morgan’s band, and gave Arm-
strong a drawing of Cocos island, by
wichh. he said, the treasure could be
found. The father died and several ex-
peditions were fitted out, but failed,
among themselves.
Two years ago, Armstrong says an

| agent of the Eastern men stole his

maps. An expedition was fitted out,
he says, and the treasnre, worth more
than $20,000,000, was secured. Neither
Armstrong nor his lawyer would tell
who the Eastern parties are. Celilo
del Gado, consul-general of Costa Rica,
says it was reported some time ago that
an expedition had succeeded in getting
the treasure which Morgan’s men had
hidden on the island of Cecos.
