Arsenate of Lead as am Insecticide.

This new insecticide has been quite
generally used by the Massachusetts
Gypsy Moth Commission for the ex-
termination of the gypsy moth, but ex-
periments on various trees, shrubs and
plants as well as insects have been
made ncidentally in connection with
the work of the Gypsy Moth Commis-
sion., At the recent meeting of the
Massachusetts Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion, Mr. Myer, of the Gypsy Moth
Commission, expressed the opinion
that arsenate of lead will soon take the
place of paris green, as the lead mix-
ture does not burn foliage. Mr. Myer
reported having sprayed nearly every
shrub native to Muassachusetts, and
with no injurious results. No evil
effects have been observed by thorough-
ly spraying the peach, whose foliage
is so tender that paris green often has
a serious burning effect. In all cases
the arsenate of lead mixture has proven
destructive to inseet life. Being mixed
with glucose, it adheres to foliage sc
that one spraying is usually sufficient
for a season. If buds are sprayed be-
fore the forms, the froit will be unin-
jured. To prepuare the mixture, put 11
ounces acetate of lead and 4 ounces of
arsenate of soda into a hogshead con-
taining 150 gallons of water. These
substances quickly dissolve and form
arsenate of lead, a fine white powder
which remains in suspension in the
water. By adding glucose or molasses,
2 quarts to each 150 gallons of water,
