The bulletin is intended not only to
record the results of investigations, but
also to suggest lines of work that might
profitably be taken up by experiment
stations and other similar institutions.
While technical in its nature the bulle-
tin contains many suggestions of
practical value. It shows that the
chemistry, as well as the structure of
Bordeaux Mixture, may be materially
changed by the method of bringing
together the ingredients, and suggests
necessary modifications of former diree-
tions for preparing the fungicide.

The author says: “Notwithstaning
the widespread use of Bordeaux Mix-
ture, the exact nature of its action in
preventing the ravages of parasitic
fungi has been but little studied and is
still only imperfectly understood. In
this bulletin an attempt 1s made to
present a summary of our present
knowledge on the subjeet, and with
this end in view all literature relating
to the amount of copper necessary to kill
fungi and algae has been collected and
briefly summarized.

“The questions considered are dis-
cussed under the following heads: (1)
Chemical composition of Bordeaux
Mixture; (2) physical nature, cause of
setting;- (3) conditions governing the
adherence of the mixture and the solu-
bility of copper; (4) amounts of copper
in solution necessary to kill fungi and
other eryptograms; (5) stage of develop-
ment of parasitic fungi when acted on,
and how entrance to the host plantis
prevented; (6) hypothesis as to the
action of copper in posioning fungi.”

PROPOSED  CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT.

OTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN PURSUANT
to the provisions of an act of the legislature
of the state of Washington entitled ‘“An act to
provide for voting on a constitutional amend-
ment at the general election to be held in No-
vember, 18g6, relative to the qualifications of
electors,”” approved March 8, 1895, that the fol-
lowing amendment to section 1, article 6 of the
constitution of the state of Washington, will be
submitted to the qualified electors of said state
for their approval at the next general election:
SECTION I. All male persons of the age of
twenty-one years or over, possessing the follow-
ing qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all
elections: They shall be citizens of the United
States; they shall have lived in the state one
year, and in the county ninety days, and in the
city, town, ward or preciuct thirty days imme-
diately preceding the election at which they
offer to vote; the‘y; shall be able to read and
speak the English language: Provided, That
Indians not taxed shall never be allowed the
elective franchise: And further provided, That
this ameundment shall not effect [affect] the
right of franchise of any person who is now &
qualified elector of this state.
The legislature shall enact laws defining the
manner of ascertaining the qualifications of
voters as to their ability to read and speak the
English language and providing for punish-
ment of persons voting or registering in viola-
tion of the provisions of this section; that
there shall be printed on all thc ballots sup-
plied for said election the words, ‘‘For proposed
amendmtnt to section 1, article 6, of constitu-
tion, relative to qualifications of electors;”
“Against proposed amendment to section 1,
article 6, of coustitution, relative to qualifica-
tions of electors.”
At said elections each elector shall vote for or
against said amendment by crossing out part of
the ballot in such manner that the remaining
parts shall express his vote on the question sub-
mitted.
