November Work.

With November's coming there is
left but a short time in which to make
the uecessaay preparations for winter.
Those who have extensive grounds,
with a gardener to care for them, can
leave it all in his hands, but we who
have only our dooryards must usually
do whatever is to be done ourselves.

If the spring flowering bulbs were
not planted in October their planting
should be the first thing attended to
now. Perhaps nothing else in the long
list of flowers willgive as much pleas-
ure in return for a little labor as these
same bulbs. Once planted, they are
so sure to bloom, and, coming when
the miracle of the springtime is so
new, they delight us as the later flow-
ers cannot. Among these bulbous
flowers hyac.uths are perhaps the
favorites with women, but men admire
tulips most. Let the woman whose
husband cares littlefor flowers buy two
or three dozen early tulips in a mixture
ofcolors,and plant them withoutsaying
anything about it. They will speak
for themselves next spring, and the
man of the house willadmire them.

Bulbs need a well-drained mellow
spot in rather a sunny place. Only
well-rotted manure should be used in
enriching it. Tiiey should not be
pressed down into the earth, as is so
natural when one plants anything of
the kind, but should be placed in holes
three or four inches deep and the soil
fllled in around them. The November
planted bulbs will be benefited even
more than those which were planted
earlier by a covering of rotted manure
over the bed.

Ifthe Lemoine gladioli are to be left
in the earth they should have a cover-
ing of several inches of manure during
winter. They are less hardy than the
bulbs which are planted in the fail,
but with the mulh of manure may be
safely left out, and will bloom earlier
in the summer than ifthey were taken
up and planted again in the spring.
Allunsightly stalks should be removed
from the perennial border, and well-
roted manure applied here, too, and
also about the shrubs.

Before the month ends the outdoor
chrysanthemums will have had their
day, and after they have been frozen
the tops may be cut oil' and laid over
the roots. This will usually give
enough protection to keep them alive
through the winter. The chrysanthe-
mum is on the top wave of popularity
now, and almost every country town
has its chrysanthemum show. Every
dooryard ought to have some of the
earlier kinds for outdoor flowering.

The Indian summer days will be a
good time to give the lawn a final rak-
ing, and put it in order for the winter.
Neatness is the end to be striven for
now, and for this reason whatever fer-
tilizeris applied should be so fine as to
be inconspicuous. Lawns are some-
times rendered unsightly during win-
ter by the application of stable uiauure
in autumn. A very light coating of
wood ashes willbe found beneficial.

Last of all to need their winter cov-
ering are the tender and half-hardy
roses. For them a light covering of
leaves held in place by evergreen
boughs is, perhaps, as good as any-
thing. There are many devices for
protecting tender n>3es, and it must be
confessed that they are often failures.
Ifthe roots can be kept alive it mat-
ters littleifthe top is killed, as they
bloom on the new growth of wood.

One who has a bed ofpansies in bloom
is sure to wish to save them through
the winter. As with the rows, it is
ratl.er difficult, where there is much
alternate freezing and thawing. To»
much covering will smother pansies
and kill them as surely as the freezing,
unless some means are devised to hold
it up ami allow the air to circulate
around them.

Seeds of annuals, like the p>oppy and
petunia, may be sown in this month
and be ready to come up early in the
spring. Any annual which self-sows
may be sown now with a good pros-
pect of success. There is a long list of
these, including the phlox, verbena,
calliopsi«, portwlnem, snow on the
mountain, autirihinum and others.

With everything done now which
should be done we may look forward
with pleasant anticipations to the time
when the snowdrops and crocus shall
lift their blosnoms to tell us that the
spring is at hand.?S. C.

Winter C»re of Poultry

After the crops are gathered, as corn,
tomatoes, cabbage and ail such things

as the chickens would especially in-
jure, they are given the range of the
garden and orchard. The food they

can then find for themselves takes the
place of that usually given while they

are confined to their yard. On stormy
days and occasionally in the evenings

they are fed. This last keeps them
accustomed to being called. They still
roost outside of the close chicken house
on bars or boards set for the purpose.
As the weather grows cool they are
driven into the house at nights, the
outdoor perches being removed. As
winter sets iv they are again confined
in the yards. They are then fed regu-
larly a hot meal in the morning ofoats
scalded by setting a large pan or kettle
on the fire with water to wet thorough-
ly; of oats so scalded, and the whole
mess thickened with coarsely ground

meal or ordinary cooking meal. Some-
times a mush of meat scraps, meal or
any good ground feed is given for the
warm breakfast.

Wheat is often given for dinner.
Corn roasted on the cob, partly charred
and thrown out still warm, in cold
weather makes a good supper. Scraps
ofalmost all sorts of vegetables, clover
hay from which they scratch the leaves
and heads and eat them, even without
chopping and scalding, help to give a
variety. Meat scraps and bones are
brought from the butcher shop. The
meat is given both cooked and raw.
The bones are dried over a fire out of
door or in an oven and pounded into
bits. Lime, gravel and dust boxes are
also furnished. The chickens use all
these readily. Water in which meat
has been boiled, that is unsuitable for
for the table, is thickened with meal,
and at butchering time all the meat
scraps are used for the chickens. (Mean
water for drinking is always Iwfore
them in mild weather and is taken to
them often in cold weather. Be-
tween Christmas and New Year's they
should be again confined in the yards
ready to bigin spring work. For eggs
alone the Leghorns are best, but they
are too small for market chickens. For
both eggs and chickens the Plymouth
Rock is surely best.?C. C. in Indiana
