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THE publishers of THE ISLANDER
feel warranted in saying that they be-
lieve that the county commissioners
will make a mistake if they undertake
to contest the application of Mr. E. G.
Earle to purchase the tide land abut-
ting the upland owned by the county
here, without at least first making an
effort to settle with Mr. Earle upon a
Just basis, which we understand bas
pot yet been done. Litigation is ex-
pensive. The questions of fact relative
to the rights of the county in this case
are easily ascertainable. Like hundreds
of individuals it has slept an its rights
for six years, and there is scarcely any
room for doubt that the unimproved
tide land abutting its property here has
been open to purchase by any applicant
for a year past. Such an application
har been made and however much it

may be regretted there is’'ut much use J

to squeal about it. It is a condition
and not a theory that confronts the
county in this matter, and the main
question to be considered is how to ac-
quire title to whatever is desirable at
the least cost. Itis fortunate for the
gounty that the application to purchase
has been made by a man as honest and
reasonable as Mr. Earle, and 1t is be-
cause we happen to know him to be a
man of integrity and just views that
we venture the opinion that he will
not take any undue advantage of the
county in this matter if approached in
the proper spirit by the proper authori-
ties. We respectfully suggest that be-
fore taking any steps to institute a con-
test in the courts the commissioners
should instruct the county attorney to
communicate with Mr. Earle and ascer-
tain upon what terms he will relinquish
whatever rights he may have acquired
to the tide lands abutting the county
property. It is not improbable that a
settlement can be made with him at a
very slight advance, if any, over the
cost of the lands if purehased directly
from the state, and if that ean be done
it s certainly preferable to a legal con-
test which would necessarily involve
considerable expense, and in which the
changes would appareutly be against
the county.

THE teachers of the county will be
interested in knowinge that the new
school law abolishes all county boards
of examiners and provides for the
marking and grading of all papers in
the office of the state superintendent.
All certificates issued will be valid
throughout the state and only one
third grade certificate will be issued to
any teacher. All applicants for cer-
tifieates will be required to pay an ex-
amination fee of $1.00, whicli will be
placed to the credit of the institute

books optional with each district, re-
quires the display of the Umted States

g at the expeuse of each district,
provides for the establishmert of kinder-
garten schools to be maintained by spec-
jal tax, and directs the apportionment
of all state school funds on the basis
of dayg’ attendance, encl district being
given a credit of 2,000 days, which, on
the basis of about 7} cents per day per
pupil, will give even the smallest dis-
triots a credit on the levy of about §150,
or enough for four months sehool, at
the Jow rate of wages for teachers
which they ordinarily pay. But unless
the new revenue law greatly reduces
the pereentage of delinguency in the
payment of taxes, the smallest districts,
where the total days’ attendance does
not exceed 2,000, will be fortunate if
they secure enough from the general
apportioninent to maintain the three
months school now required by law.
