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JAPAN AND HAWAII.

Itwas evident from the outset that
the Japanese protest against the Ha-
waiian annexation treaty must be re-
garded seriously. Any official com-
munication from so important a Gov-

ernment must be so regarded. Espec-
ially is that the case when, as at pres-
ent, the Government is that of a friend-
ly Power, and when, as also at present,
it has a valid and vital interest in the
matter concerning which the protest
is made. Of the existence of these con-
ditions in this instance there can be no
question. With no other nation has
Japan been on as friendly and inti-
mate terms as with this, ever since this
one albeit by somewhat ungentle pro-
cesses, first "opened" the Island Em-
pire to the world. No other nation,
after this one, has as great interests at
stake in Hawaii as Japan. No won-
der, then, that the proposed transfer of
Hawaii to United States ownership
and control arouses in Japan the live-
liest concern, and impels the Japanese
Government to make serious represen-
tations to the United States Govern-
ment regarding it.

Aprotest, however, is not an in-
junction nor an ultimatum. Japan
does not intend it as such. She cer-
tainly has no notion of forbidding or
preventing by force of arms the annex-
ation of Hawaii to this country. There
can be no hint of menace in her tone.
She is now, as ever, friendly to this
country. Nor can she regard the pro-
posed action of the United States as
hostile to herself. An act of rivalry it
may be. But rivalry is not essentially
unfriendly No American statesman
wishes evil to Japan, nor is it suppos-
able that any Japanese statesman sus-
pects such motive. The case seems to
be simply this, that the Japanese Gov-
ernment fears that under the terms of
the annexation treaty as now drafted
the citizenship rights of Japanese set-
tlers in Hawaii are in danger of being
forfeited, and that by such annexation
the balance of commercial interests in
the Northern Pacific will be disturbed
to the detriment of Japan. On those
grounds the protest is made. Itis not,
on the face of it, unreasonable. It has
been received by this Government in
the spirit in which it was made, and
there is reason to suppose it will be
answered in a manner satisfactory to
Japan and comporting with the digni-
ty aud interests of the United States.

Concerning the status ofthe Japanese
colonists in Hawaii, it does not appear
that it would, after annexation, become
any less favorable than it is now.
There is no good ground for supposing
citizenship would be denied them by
the United States Government. It has
not been denied to those residing in the
United State 3. Some of the inferior
courts have declared them ineligible
for naturalization. The Supreme court
has not so decided, nor been called
upon to render a decision in their case.
Untilit does so decide?and it is prob-
lematic whether it ever will?it seems
premature for Japan to take forgranted
that her colonists in Hawaii will be
disfranchised. Moreover, those Jap-
anese who have become citizens of
Hawaii are, politically speaking, no
longer Japanese, but Hawaiiaus, and
in their case Japan can have no con-
cern. Those who nave not thus be-
come citizens willcertainly be as well
treated under United States as under
Hawaiian rule, and as well treated as
the many Japanese now living in the
United Jtates, conceniug whom no
complaint is made.

After six weeks of wearisome con-
sideration and debate, resulting in 874
amendments, the Dingley tariff bill
passed the senate July 7 and is now in
the hands of a conference committee of
the two houses. Before the close of the
present month, and possibly within a
few days, the new law, from which so
much is expected in the line of in-
creased revenues, is likely to be in ef-
fect. It is likely to be a number of
months, however, before the real merits
of the measure as a revenue producer
can be determined, for the reason that
the great importing houses of the
country had bought enormous quanti-
ties of nearly all kinds of dutiable
goods in anticipation of an increase of
tariffdues even before congress passed
the celebrated ex-post facto resolution
with a view to having the new duties
apply to all goods imported after the

" beginning of the fiscal year. The prin-
ciple involved in this resolution has
virtually been declared unconstitution-
al by the United States court of ap-
peals in a decision recently rendered in
a California case, wherein it was held
that goods held in bond could not be
required to pay any higher rate of duty
than that in effect at the time of their
importation f
