PROSPERITY FOR CANNERS.

Sharp Advance In Prices on the Pacific j
Coast Orders Heavy.

The condition of fruit canning is
peculiar:in California, although sales
have been larger this season than for
ten years. Many canners will get
small benefit from the increase in trade,
as they are tied up'with contracts fordeliveringinferior watered peaches andother fruit. Prices have advancedsharply because of the failure of the
fruit crop in Delaware 1 and Maryland
and the thorough cleaning out of old
stock. Sales were so 7 heavy that afortnight after the season opened prices
advanced. Standard apricots, whichbegan to sell at 85 cents a dozen, arenow selling at $1; standard peaches
have advanced from $1 to f1.15@91.20;
standard pears from $1 to $1.15@51.20,
and other fruits in proportion. In fact,many canners are afraid to name a
price until they see theirorders packed,
as they stand in dread of being takenup at figures which they may nameand then ofnot being able to fillorders
at a profit. The canners have been
unable to work up all the fruit for
which they contracted, but the total
pack of the season is estimated at 42,-
--000,000 cans, an increase of one-thirdover last year's pack.

Caring tor Late Hay.

Grass that must be cut late in the
season should be cured with special

care. This is not, in some sections at
least, the common custom. On the
contrary, the work is pushed as rapid-
ly as possible, and but little care is
taken as to how it is performed. The
argument in favor of tins*plan is that,
in any case, the hay willnot be worth

a great deal, and, therefore, it willnot
pay to spend much time in curing it.
But there is another side to the sub-
ject. The hay willnot be first-class, it
is true, but instead of being a valid ex-
cuse for neglect in curing it, this should
be a strong reason for making an effort
to get it in the best possible condition.
The finest grasses can be slightly in-
jured, either by getting too ripe or by
exposure to the weather, and still re-
main fairly palatable and nutritious.
But if the grass is already poor any
defect in curing willcause a far greater
relative injury than the better grasses
sustain and willreduce the actual val-
ue for feeding purposes to a. very low
degree.?Practical Farmer.

THE ISEATTLE. FRUIT MARKET.

The market is overstocked in every
department, and the outlook for better
prices in the near future is by no means
flattering. The best price obtainable
at this date tor good cooking apples,
prunes, (all kinds), and plums is one- j
half cent per pound, and pears are so\
lilentiful that they too are selling near-
yas low. All the commission houses

are packed with fruit of all kinds,
much of it so poor that it has to be
dumped into the bay. The market
quotations in the Seattle daily papers
are very misleading, and I have often
wondered in whose Interest they were
made. Prunes can only be sold for
one-half cent per pound in bulk, they
may be shipped in any kind of boxes
ana boxes returned at this price. If
any can afford to ship at this price
they can get quick returns, and good
cooking apples sell at the same price.
The evaporating establishments are
getting all the fruitthey can handle at
these prices. Three car loads of prunes
have been shipped to eastern markets,
these have been consigned and so far
no returns have been made, and no
more willbe shipped at present. It is
said to be a favored country that has a
fullcrop of grain and fruit, but if we
had only half as much fruit as we have
it would bring more money. The fruit
of San Juan county so far has been
free of any infection whatever, so says
the fruit inspector. Our reputation as
a fruit section is good, let us keep it so
by using every precaution to prevent
the introduction of the pests that are
already so prevalent in many parts of
our favored State of Washington. I
am particularly interested in San Juan
county and its inhabitants, as I have
been a resident of that county for over
twenty years, and Iam confident it is
the best county in the best state in the
Union.
