Orchard Pruning.

Because peach plums sold east at
such good rates this year it is no sign
that the area should be increased. We
have enough peach plums now, except
those wanted for the home garden.

The extremely hot weather in Cali-
fornia has caused the peaches and apri-
cots to be very small. Many of the
peaches from Ashland are also small,
though some come from the latter-
named place weighing one-half pound
each. 'Fruit trees which have been grafted
and the cions tied with strings, should
be gone over as soon as the cions have
made a good start, and the strings cut,
otherwise the strings will become em-
bedded in the bark, to the permanent
injury to the cions.

The best time for picking fruit, is in
the morning before the sun gets too hot.
If there is any due wait until it is
evaporated, as it will have a tendency
to rot the fruit. Refrigeration of fruit
that has been picked and packed in the
heat of the day is not a success.

The Hop Situation.

There are no definite calculations to

be made on the" present condition of

the hop crop. That there willbe heavy
losses by the ravages of lice and much
mould it is certain, but to say with
any certainty what per cent of loss
there willbe by these causes would be
impossible. Growers differ in their es-
timates of loss, so do the hop dealers
throughout all the hop-growing dis-
tricts of both Oregon and Washington.
In some yards there will not be 20 per
cent of the crop saved. In other yards
90'per cent and in many yards the entire
crop willbe saved. Hop buyers say,
many of ? them, that not over 50 per
cent of the crop will be saved, while
others place the average crop from 60
to 75 per . cent. To sum this whole
matter up in regard to the losses of the
hop crop we can only say that there
willbe a loss ranging fromj25 to 50 per
cent of the whole crop and that no safe
or accurate estimate ias to the exact
per cent of loss can be made until the
crop is in the bale. j ; '-Picking is progressing very rapidly
and by the end of September, if the
weather remains favorable, there will
be few hops left in g the yards uugath-
ered. Prices are firmand there is no
disposition ofeither buyer orjseller to

close contracts at the present time,
consequently there are few and scat-
tering sales.?Webfoot Planter.
