They have a good
sized scow iu tow and can take several
tons home on their return trip, pro-
vided they are able to get what they
want at satisfactory prices. Tuesday
'morning they secured a hone and
buggy and drove through a portion of
the valley for the purpose above stated.
They expressed themselves as being
much surprised to see so many fine
farms and nice homes, and stated that
they consider it one of the most beauti-

ful section they had ever visited.

Judge E. D. Warbass, of this place,
arrived home from California last Sat-
urday, where he went some months ago

forhis health which has not been very

good for several years. He says theclimate of California is worse than this
for his trouble?asthma, and he camehome as the surest method of relief.
He reports California as very dry andhas been so for so long that there is nohope for a full crop of wheat and oatseven though it should rain enough to
make up the usual quantity. It is toolate to save the crop now. Mr. War-
bass looks quite welland ifitwere not
for the asthma, he thinks his enjoy-
ment of lifewould be complete. He isan old-timer on this 3oast, coming fromNew Jersey at the time that John
Jacob Astor came to the mouth of the
Columbia river, and for years worked
for the Hudson Bay Co. and was with
that company on this island at the time
of the trouble with Great Britain.
Since that time he has lived at andnear Friday Harbor. He has been
deputy collector of customs under
Cleveland's administration until the
recent appointment of O. H. Culver,
the present incumbent.

At Fairhaven is to be established a
branch of the Pacific Sheet Metal
Works, of San Francisco. This is the
concern that has been making the sal-
mon cans for the Sound aud the Col-
umbia river district for years. They
have a branch at Astoria, Or .also one
at New Westminster, B. C. The large
increase in canning on the Sound has
induced them to establish a can-making
plant at the above named point. Mr.
C. X. Larrabee, president of the Fair-
haven Land Co., closed a contract with
that company last Saturday, which
provides that they are to construct a
large factory (the only one on the Sound)
on a site, donated by Mr. Larrabee, at
the foot of Broadway (north side), op-
posite the old Bellingham hotel. They
began improving the site Monday
morning and will erect buildings
which, with the machinery and appli-
ances, will cost at least $70,000, and
agree to make the first year, 1898, not
less than 15,000,000 salmon cans and
such miscellabeous goods, such as fruit
and vegetable cans, as the trade may
require, and to operate the plant for at
least ten years. They will erect
three buildings this spring, the larger
or main factory to be 75x100, with the
third about the same size. They will
employ 80 people from the strat and
agree to increase as the business de-
mands. A number of canneries have
already applied for sites at Fairhaven,
and the people there are quite certain
that three or four establishments from
the Columbia riverwillbuilt at or near
Fairhaven before the next run of sal-
mon. Fairhaven feels very much en-
couraged with the outlook for the fu-
ture.

The funeral of Mrs. Mary Branaugh,
wife ofMr. Henry Branaugh. ofOlga,
took place on Thursday, February 3,
the religious services being conducted
by Bev. Isaac Dillion. of Thatcher.
Mrs. Branaugh was the daughter of
Solomon and Alice Stanbrook, and was
born December 27, A. D. 1872, in thn
State of Wisconsin. With her parents
she moved to Parks ton, Dakota, where
on her 16th birthday she was united
in marriage to her now bereaved hus-
band. They came to Seattle in the
spring of 1890 and resided there oue
year, they theu came to Orcas island
aud have made their home near Olga
ever since. Mrs. Branaugh's last ill-
ness was of surpassing interest and
ou the 2nd day of February, just as
the endearing aud beautiful crown of
motherhood was adorning her young
and useful life, the last summons came;
and now she and her infant child sleep
together the sleep which knows no
awakening tillthe last trumpet sounds.
Mrs. Branaugh was knowu on Orcas
island as one of the best of women.
Dutiful as a daughter, she ever loved
her pareuts and was kind and affection-
ate to her brothers and sisters. As a
neighbor her worth could not be com-
puted. No one ever needed her aid
who did not promptly receive it to the
fullextent of her ability.

The steamer will
go north in charge of her old master,
Capt. Roily Davis, while his brother,
Capt. Herbert Davis, the present mas-
ter, willremain on the Sound in charge
ofanother steamer chartered to do the
company's work. The Roche Harbor
may remain north for several months.

Without calling auy names it may
be noted that a certain physician and
customs official hereabouts have made
several beach-combing trips lately, but
as the trips have been made in broad
daylight and no robberies of chicken
roosts or smoke houses have been re-
ported, it is believed that their object
has been only to increase the size of
their wood piles. They hav not worked
over a week and report thatt hey have
upwards of a week's supply of fuel
gathered and more "in sight. ' W .H.
McCrary is interesting them in a new
sawing machine, for which he has the
county agency, and ifthey can be per-
suaded that it willgo into the woods
and do the work without other assist-
tance than a little oiling and bossing
they may get one.
