A Fugitive King's Fete.

"About four miles from Philadelphia
there was a magnificent mansion built
after the Italian manner in the previ-
ous century by Governor, John Perm,
and known as Lansdowne house in

honor of the Marquis of Lansdowne.
Here Joseph Bonaparte," records Wil-

liam Perrine, writing in the April

Ladies' Home Journal of 'When the
King of Spain Lived on the Banki of
the Schuylkfll,' "established himself
in rural ease until he had built his

'palace' atßordentown, N. J. Toward
the end of the summer of 1817 Joseph
had a littledinnerparty at Lansdowne.
Among the guests was Dr. Benjamin

Rush's daugtber, Julia, who was
pleased with what she thought his
fluent conversation; his urbane man-
ner and his good looks, and who, per-

haps, was somewhat inclined to sympa-

thize with his complaint that Napoleon
had not been at all disposed to let him
have much of his own way either as sol-
dier or king.

"On one oooasion only he gave a
magnificent fete on the lawn of hii
princely estate, and all the beaus and
belles of Philadelphia who had been in-
vited dressed in their most picturesque
Bummer gowns and made haste to at-
tend. Itwas a brilliant afternoon fete,
and Bonaparte was the center of attrac-
tion as he stood on his lawn and wel-
comed his guests. But it is doubtful
whether there were at any time more
than half a dozen persons in Philadel-
phia, or for that matter in the whole
country, to whom he bore anything like
close and confidential relations. He
liked little children, and they were
sometimes in the habit of speaking of
him as 'the good Mr. Bonaparte.' "

INTERVENTION AT ONCE.

Only Nineteen Against the Resolution
In tbe Bouse.

Washington, April 15.?Tbe house of
representatives today, after one of the
most exciting and memorable days in
its history, by a vote of 322 to 18,
adopted a resolution which nine-tenths
of its members believe makes war with
Spain inevitable. It is a fact which
was grimly commented upon today by
members as they spoke of the future,
that every war in which the United
States has engaged began in April, and
that today was the anniversary of the
fall of Fort Sumter, which aroused the

ipatriotic fever of the North and made
'the four years' civil strife a certainty.

The resolution adopted directs the
jpresident to intervene at once in Cuba,
|to restore peace and secure to the people
|of the island "a stable, independent

Igovernment of their own," and author-
| izes him to use the army and navy to
execute the purpose of the resolution.

Although only 19 members?ls Dem-
jocrats, 3 Republicans and 1 Populist?
jdissented upon the final vote, the pro-
ceedings were marred by a bitter and
acrimonioue display of partisan feeling.

War Talk in the Senate.

War between two powerful nations
was the sole topic of discussion in the
senate today. Such excitement, sup-
pressed though it was; such feeling
that the country was on the verge of
events that would make history for all
time to come; such eloquent and im-
passioned oratoiy, and such keen and
brilliant repartee have been known in
the senate not since the day when the
country was convulsed in the greatest
war of modern times.

Notwithstanding the throng in the
galleries, that semicircular chamber
was almost as silent as if it were de-
serted. Conversation was conducted in
low whispers.

A full quarter of an hour before the
senate was convened, Davis (Rep.
Minn.), chairman of the foreign rela-
tions committee, entered the chamber
and quietly went to his seat in the cen-
ter of the Republican side. He care-
fully placed on his desk a bulky pack-
age, which all intuitively knew to be
the fateful resolution and report from
his committee, upon which peace or war
might hinge.

The chamber filledrapidly, and when
the vice-president's gavel fell, nearly
every senator was at his desk. Scarcely
five minutes had elapsed after the ses-
sion convened before the vice-president
recognized Davis. An instant's hush
fellover the chamber. Davis present-
ed to the senate the resolutions and re-
port from hie committee and requested
that they be read. The report was a
terrific arraignment of Spain and her
policies, yet so eager were all to hear
every word that not the slightest
demonstration occurred throughout the
reading.

Following the presentation of the re-
port and after Hoar (Rep. Mass.) had
insisted that consideration of the reso-
lution go over until tomorrow, on a
point of order, came twoof the most re-
markable speeches yet delivered on the
Cuban question. Foraker (Rep. O.)
and Lodge (Rep. Mass.) both impas-
sioned and brilliant orators, presented
different phases of the Cuban situa-
tion. Foraker advocated the direct
recognition of the independence of the
Cuban republic, and with an eloquence
and vehemence seldom heard in the
senate splendidly maintained his posi-
tion. A sharp colloquy between him
and Elkins (Rep. W. Va.) caused ex-
citement.

OREGON PROHIBITIONISTS.

Nominate State Officer*?National Plat-
form of 1890 Adopted.

The Prohibition party of Oregon
held its state convention in Newberg
Wednesday. The number of delegates
present was somewhat smaller than ex-
pected. Interesting sessions were held ,
and much enthusiasm was manifested.

The national platform, which was
adopted, follows:

"The prohibition party, in national
convention assembled, declares its
conviction that the manufacture, ex-
portation, importation and sale of al-
coholic beverages has produced such
social, commercial, industrial and po-
litical wrongs, and is now so threaten-
ing the perpetuity of all our social and
political institutions that the suppres-
sion of the same by a national party,
organized therefor, is the greatest ob-
ject to be accomplished by the voters
of our country, and is of such import-
ance that it ofright ought to control
the politioal action of all our patriotic
citizens until such suppression is ac-
complished. The urgency of this cause
demands the union without further de-
lay of all citizens who desire the pro-
hibition of the liquor traffic; therefore,

"Resolved, That we favor the legal
prohibition, by state and national leg-
islation, of the manufacture, importa-
tion, exportation and interstate trans-
portation and sale of alcoholio bever-
ages; that we declare our purpose to
organize and unite all the friends of
prohibition into one party, and in order
to accomplish this end, we deem it but
right to leave every prohibitionist the
freedom of his own convictions upon
all other political questions, and trust
our representatives to take sitch action
upon other political questions as the
change occasioned by prohibition, and
the welfare of the whole people shall
demand."

BIGGEST FIND OF .ALL.
A Great Aline Near Susanville, Grant

in Canyon City Wednesday, having in
his possession some of the richest and
most beautiful free gold quartz speci-!
mens ever seen in this country, taken ;
from his recent discovery, the Sky-

! scraper mine. The specimens exhibited
jwere of the pretty white quartz variety,
1almost identically the same as taken
jfrom the Vitrne mine, near Baker City,

< and came nearer being nuggets than
I quartz specimens.

i ciently developed, become a bullion-1
producer of no mean importance," said 'Mr. Mount, "but the past week has-

| shown it to be perhaps the richest mine 'jon the coast. Even prior to the finding '\u25a0 of the extremely rich body of ore uncov-!
! ered a few days ago, the normal and

' continuous wealth of the ledge was re-
! garded by practical mining men as
phenomena), the returns from samples
taken indiscriminately ranging from
$80 to $350 per ton. April 1 a body of
gold was encountered in the level fol-
lowing the ledge, a description of which
would sound moie like fiction than

British Postal Reforms.
Numerous reductions of charges and

extensions were made by the British
postoffice during 1897. Postage on
domestic letters was made one penny
for foui ounces, with an additional half-
penny for every two ounces. Thus in
Great Britain it costs only 3 cents to
eend a letter weighing six ounces, while
in the United States it would cost twice
as much. Merchants are allowed to
inolose bills with goods sent by parcel
post. Most important was the comple-
tion of the transfer of the trunk tele-
phone system of the United Kingdom
to the postoffice department. During
the year the deposits in the postal sav-
ings banks increased about $35,000,000.
