In view of the fact that a disease ap-
pearing to be diphtheria has broken
out on the island, we would urge
all having children under their con-
trol to exercise all the care possible in
keeping their children at home until
such time as danger of contagion is
passed. Parents by exercising a little
caution in this way, can keep their
children from running into danger,
and if they show symptoms of sick-
ness, especially of throat difficulty,it
is their duty to inform their neighbors
at once so that others need not be
needlessly exposed. We do not think
there is any necessity for undue alarm.
The natural health fulness of the locality
has much to do in warding off what
might under other conditions prove to
be a serious epidemic. We would,
however, recommend that all our peo-
ple use reasonable caution at this time,
and in all cases of threatened throat
difficultyput the afflicted ones under
immediate medical treatment and en-
force such quarantine measures as
shall effectually prevent others from
from becoming exposed. The burning
of sulphur in houses or rooms where
patients suffering from diseases of this
nature have been located, and the
thorough disinfecting and fumigating
ot clothing worn by persons nursing
those sick with diphtheria, with sul-
phur smoke would be an excellent
preventive measure.
