The Egyptian government has decid-
ed to notify Admiral Camara that the
continuned presence of the Spanish
fleet at Port Said is violating neutral-
ity, and that the warships must leave.
Secretary Long eaid that he understood
Camara’s fleet had paid the canal
dues, and the presumption is that they
will continue the voyage.

The war department has received
the welcome information today that
military telegraph stations have been
established at St. Villa, in the center
of the present military operations, and
that this line runs to a point near
Aguadores, where it connects with the
French cable line, thus bringing Gen-
eral Shafter into direct communication
with the department.

'Corporal Hucht, Seventh infantry,
who with seven men was sent out
seven miles from Santiago was found
by General Shafter Thursday afternoon
and sent into camp. The party had
repeatedly seen the Spaniards, who did
not offer to molest them, and the
Americans spent the day as if enjoying
a picnic in the woods. The corporal
eaid that if he had had with him a
gufficient force he could have brought
in 40 Spanish prisoners.

The camp conditions near Santiago
continue hard. Heavy rains set every-
thing afloat. Rations, however, are
being seived out regularly, but they
are etill not plentiful. Officers and
men fare alike. The latter are suffer-
ing during the cold nights from lack ot
blankets thrown away on the march.
Theee have been appropriated by the
Cubans, who take everything in sight,
and do as little as possible.  On the
whole, they actually fare better than
our men.

Consular Agent Broadbent has just
made a master-stroke, which be re-
ports to the department. While the
Spanish ehips were seeking permission
of the Egyptian government to take
coal at Port Said, the consular officer
succeeded in quietly buying up all the
coal available at that place. This
amounied to 2,000 tone and it is in a
good place to be shipped to Dewey, to
serve as a base of supplies for Watson’s
Eastern squadron, when-it enters the
Mediterranean, or to coal any Ameri-
can vessels that may pass through the
Suez canal bound to the Asiatic sta-
tion.

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UIET AT MANILA

Admiral Dewey Re-
ports the Situation
Unchanged.

INSURGENTS ARE CLOSING IN

Ten Foreign Men-of-War Are in the
Harbor—Aguinaldo Establighes His
Government at Cavite—The Admiral’s
Praise of the Native Leader.

Washington, July 1.—The navy de-
partment today gave out a message
from Admiral Dewey, which was
brought to Hong Kong by the McCul-
loch, so it must have left Cavite on the
23d. The message made no reference
to the landing of the German marines,
and the officials here are satisfied that
Germany is acting in good faith, and
according to the rules of neutrality.
Admiral Dewey’s message follows:

“No change in the situation since
my telegram of June 17. There are
five German, three British, one French
and one Japanese man-of-war in port.
The insurgents are constantly closing
in on the city. = Aguinaldo, the insur-
gent leader, with 13 of his staff, ar-
rived May 19 by my permission on the
Nanshan. He established himself at
Cavite, outside of the aieenal, under
the protection of our guns, and organ-
ized his headquarters. The progress
of Aguinaldo has been wonderful He
has invariably conducted the war hu-
manely. My relations with him are
cordial, but my conferences generally
have been of a personal nature.

MAIL ADVICES FROM MANILA.

Adventures of an Oil Well Superintend-
ent With Rebels.

Port Townsend, July 1.—According
to advices brought from Japan by the
steamship Columbia, which arrived
here last night, considerable indigna-
tion prevails among American sailors
and officers of the fleet at Manila over
the treatment of the captain of the
Spanish gunboat Callao, which eailed
into Manila bay about a week after the
battle and was capjured by Dewey’s
fleet. The Spaniards claim he showed
cowardioe in not returning the fire to
the Americans. - After giving him a
Spanish court-martial he was sentenced
to be shot, but Commodore Dewey
came to his rescue and took him under
the protection of the American gov-
ernment. 3

Since entering Manila bay the Amer-
ican fleet has been unable to obtain
fresh provisions, and the men have
been living on salt fare. Notwith-
standing this there is no sickness
among the crews, and all are patiently
waiting for orders to take possession
of Manila. : :

A Japanese paper contains an ac-
count of the adventures with rebels and
Spaniarde of Mr. Vincent, an Ameri-
can, superintending a petroleum well
on the island of Cepu. Mr. Vincent
was taken captive by the rebels and
taken to their headquarters on the out-
gkirts of Cebu, where he was con-
demned to death. While awaiting ex-
ecution a& Spanish war vessel steamed
into the harbor and commenced to
hombard the place. The insurgants
gpeedily decamped, leaving their pris-
oner in ‘the room.  Shell after shell
came orashing through the walls, car-
rying away most of the building.
\When the bombardment ceased a large
number of rebels returned, having the
bloodstained upper half of a priest’s
head in a basket. The head was placed
on a table and Vincent was given to
understand he weuld soon fare a sim-
ilar fate.

Washington, July 1.—Numerically,
the opposing armies at Santiago are
not very different, the estimate of the

Spanish force being placed at 14,000
men, ' thoroughly entrenched and be-
hind barbed-wire fences and in block-
houses as against about 18,000 men
under Shafter’s command, aided by
4,000 Cubans.

One of the gravest elementa in the
problem, however, is the Spanish war-
ships, for, unless Shafter is materially
assisted by Sampson, who might engage
the full attention of the Spanish ships,
their fire on the American - advance
wonld be very hard to meet. :

The military authorities here say
that General Linares has shown great
military tact in slowly retiring during
the last few days, as he gradually drew
our troops from the protection of the
American ships and brought them close
to the fire of the Spanish ships in San-
tiago harbor. For this reason it was
with relief that the announcement was
received here that Shafter had sucoeed-
ed in landing all of his artillery, in-
cluding his siege train, for, unless
Sampson can be relied upon-to force
his way into the harbor and attaok the
Spanish ships, the siege guny, p'anted
on heights commanding the bay, will
be the mwain reliance of General Shafter
in offsetting the presence of the Span-
ieh ironolads.

Undoubtedly Shafter is animated to
attack as soon as pessible by his knowl-
edge of the approach of the reinforce-
ments for Linares from Manzanillo, for,
with this additional force, &hafter’s
position would be disagreeable, if not
perilous, at least until he had received
reinforcements.

The war department received the
first definite news todAy as to the ap-
proach of Spanish reinforcements. This
was an official dispatch stating that 8000
men, with pack-trains and droves of
animals, weie advancing from Man-
zanillo, and were 54 miles trom San-
tiago. It bas been known through the
reports of Geheral Joyce, made to Gen-
eral Miles, that the Spaniards have
10,000 at Holguin, and every precau-
tion has been taken to guard against

ALL IN READINESS.

Assault on Santiago May Begin at Al-
most Any Hour. °

At the Front, on the- Rio Guama,
via Kingston, July 1.—Preparations
for a general advance of the American
troops on Samtiago de Cuba are being
pushed steadily forward, and troops in
all branches of the service are being
hurried to the front.

Heavy rain this afternoon made it
impossible to move today beyond Gen-
eral Wheeler’s headquarters, but as the
roads dry quickly, the guns will proba-
bly be brought up tomorrow and the
entrenchments will be shelled by the
artillery and by Colonel Wood’s dyna-
mite guns. . The sharpnel fire will be
more used by the artillery.  The guns
are 3.2 inches, and with sharpnel they
are effective'at 2,300 yards. The Cu-
bans say the Spaniards are in deadly
fear of dynamite, and General Lawton
will see how he can terrify them.

Simultaneously with the bombard-
ment, (General Chaffee’s brigade will
move forward and occupy a position of
vital importance in advance of our
front.

MAY LEAVE ON JULY FOURTH

Magnificent Opportunity to Strike a

Into Africa apd Thus Securing a
Naval Ilm..t Ceuta.

Washington, June 29.—The admin-
lstration finally came to a decision to
send am American squadron to the
Spanish coast and into the Mediterra-
uean. Several times since the war
broke out, ramors to this effect have
been circulated, but the project had
not materialized—it required the Span-
ish movement toward the Philippines
by Camara’s squadron to decide the
navy department to adopt thias bold
stroke. This first announcement to-
day through a bulletin posted at the
war department of the government’s
intention was received with incredul-
ity. There was a suspicion that the
story was given out to deceive the
Spanish government. However, when
later in the day, the detail of the ves-
sels selected to constitute Commodore
Watson’s eastern squadron was an-
nounced, and official orders were given
to provision the fleet for four menths,
it became apparent to the last doubter
that the government was in earnest in
this purpose to dispatch the fleet to
Europe. ¢

The three vessels selected as oolliers
have started already on their way to
Newport News to take on a large sup-
ply of coal. It will requite a week to
get them down to Sampson’s fleet, so
that if the start is to be made from
that point, it will be impossible for
Commodore Watson to get away before
the Fourth of July. This would seem
to be an auspicious date for the begin-
‘ning of an expedition that will for the
inm time in ‘the world’s history start

from the New World to attack Conti-
nental Europe. No"attempt is made
to deny that the government is influ-
enced in ordering this movement by a
desire to check the progress eatsward
of the Cadiz fleet. It was not believed
that the Spanish admiral could be
guilty of the folly of uncovering. his
home ports in this fashion, but inas-
much as he seems determined to do so,
the naval startegists could not- do less
than take advantage of the magnificent
oportunity thus afforded them to strike
a crushing blow at Spain, and thereby
pertiaps save much time and loss of life
and money in-the conduot of the tedi-
ous campaign in Cuba.

The determination to send this
squadron against Spain was the out-
come of direct official advices reaching
the state and navy depargmenis as to
the progress of Admiral Camara’s
squadron.  These advices give a list
of the Spanish ships now nearing the
Suez canal, which differs somewhat
from the list given in the press dis-
patches and by Lloyd’s. The official
list is as follows:
