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THOUSANDS of sheep are reported im-
prisoned by snow in the mountains of
eastern Oregon, having been kept there
too long on account of dryness and
lack of grass on the lower ranges.
Here in our little county, which pas-
tures many moregheep than any other
county on the Sound, there is no such
danger and there 1s room, too, for great
expansion in this now profitable branch
of farming.

|

THE secretary of the interior in his
annual report says that ‘“of the three
hundred and odd million acres of des-
ert land requiring irrigation to render
them yaluable farming lands, the avail-
able water supply is sufficient for only
71,500,000 acres, leaving over 200,000,000
acres suitable only for grazing pur-
poses. There are thirty forest reserva-
tions, embracing an estimated area of
40,719,414 acres.”

THE state commissioner of horticul
ture is quoted as saying that ‘‘there are
many inquiries from intending settlers
from all parts of the east looking to
their location in Washington with a
view to raising fruit for the market.”
No section of the Sound country is
more fayored for the development of
this branch of agriculture than San
Juan county, and there ought to be
some concerted and systematic efforts
to make its advantages in this and
other respects known.
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““THE most gratifying record in the
history of this country,” says the Ta-
coma Ledger, “is that of the past nine
months, showing an increase of over
$100,000,000 in exports and a decrease
of over $100,000,000 in imports for our
foreign commerce, over the correspond-
ing nine months of the preceding year,
which was up to this time a record-
breaker. It is no wonder the people
did not vote to turn down an admini. -
tration and a poliecy which brings such
results and carries on a successful war
at the same time.”
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THE introduction of electricity in the
streeet railroad service has seriously
injured two great American industries,
both closely related—the breeding of
draft horses and the growing of hay.
It is computed that the trolley and
cable cars have displaced 290,000 horses
in the cities of Philadelphia, Chicago,
New York, Baltimore, St. Louis, Cin-
cinnati, Richmond and Toledo alone.
This means a decrease in the consump-
tion of hay of more than 1,300 tons per
day. Other cities would nearly treble
these figures. In the decade of 1880-
1890 the hay crop of the United States
nearly doubled; in the period of 1890-
1893 the increase was only 1,000,000
tous; and in the calendar year of 1897
the production was more than 5,000,000
tons less than that of 1893. The extent
of the hay industry indicates the se: »
ousness of electricity’s injury. Last
year the production from 42426,770
acres was 6,664,876 tons, valued at
$401,390,728.

THE Post-Intelligencer of last Sun-|

day, mentioning the presence in Seattle
of BSlate-Senator-elect Hammer, of
Skagit and San Juan counties, says:

“‘San Juan is the only county in the state that
has never given a majority for fusionism. It
has been a stronghold of the Republicans, as,
notwithstanding the landslide for the trium-
virate of two years ago and at other times, it
has steadily increased its solid majorities. Dur-

» ing the last eight years at every county conven-

tion there has been a2 pronounced declaration
for sound money and always by a rising and
unanimous vote, Two years ago the majority
was 121, and this year 156 for the state ticket.
Every Republican candidate, from constable
up, was elected this year. The total vote of the
county is only about 650.

Every Republican in the county
should be proud of the fact that the
€lectjon returns have made it possible
for the greatest newspaper in the state
io direct attention to such excellent
evidence of stability. The extensive
circulation of such a statement cannot
fail to increase the confidence already
felt in our little county wherever it is
known, and it is a fact well worthy of
consideration among the various ad-
vantages which we have to offer to
people in search of homes and with
means to buy them.

Ir is announced that the Pierce
county delegation to the legislature
has resolved to support the Tacoma
sandidate for United States senator,
Mr. Foster, “first, last and all the
time.” Such resolutions are not alto-
gether creditable, however greditable
the candidate may be in whose juterest
they are made. It would be proper
£nough for the Pierce county delega-
tion, or any other delegation to resolve
to use every honoratie means consist-
ent with other and not less important
dutjes toseoure the election of a favorite
pandidate. But such a resolution as
the one reported implies an utter disre-

gard of the wishes of other sections of

the state, and of the merits of other

candidates whose qualifications and
party claims may at least be consid-
ered equal to those of Mr. Foster. If
he has ever had any experience as &
legislator or held any position of public
trust, or rendered such service to the
Republican party or to the people to
entitle him to serious consideration in
connection with an office so important
as the United States senatorship, it
certainly 18 not generally known.
Very likely he is an able and honor-
able man and that the delegation
which he seems to hold in the hollow
of his hand will not long suffer his light
to remain hidden under a bushel, or a

barrel.

THE official list of appropriations by
the recent session of congress shows a
total of $893,231,615 for all regular and
special purposes. As indicative of the
cost of carrying on the government of
more than 75,000,000 people, the
amounts set apart for the principal
services have a special interest just
now, when the world is closely study-
ing everything American. For the
promotion of our great- agricultural in-
dustry there was allotted the sum of
$3,609,202; for the maintenance of our
widelp diffused postal system, $89,222,

300; and for the relief of our pensioners
—the largest regular individual amount
of all—$141,233,830. Our diplomatic
service costs $1,752,208; our legislative,
$21,625,846; our army, $23,193,392; our
navy, $56,098,783. The fixed or per-
manent appropriations aggregate $117,-
836,220. We set apart the large sum of
$361,859,927 on account of Cuban inter-
vention and the Spanish war, less than
one-third of which was expended dur-
ing the actual continuance of the war.
The daily disbursements averaged
$860,000, while the actual cost is cal-
culated to have been approximately a
million and a quarter a day, or only
about one-half the average daily cost of
the civil war to the national govern-
ment.

THE next legislature will undoubt-
edly be asked to enact a law authoriz-
ing counties to require treasurers to
furnish bonds in security companies, at
public expense. It has been suggested
that the small counties be exempted
from the provisions of such a law on
the ground that private bonds can gen-
erally be more easily obtained than in
the large counties and that the people
might be opposed to paying the small
additional tax_that would be required
for the paymrent of the premium on a
security bond. Tn our judgment this
is not a good argument. In groportion
to population and the assessed valua-
tion of taxable property the bonds of
treasurers in small counties are gen-
erally higher than they are in the
richest and most populous ones. There
is no more reason for imposing upon
the public spirit of individuals in small
counties than there is in large ones,
and it is an imposition to require any
citizen to become individually respons-
ible for the integrity and efficiency of a
public ofticer. If security bonds were
furnished, the amounts could safely be
greatly reduced and a tax of only a
small fraction of a mill would be re-
quired to provide for the payment of
the premium and give far better secur-
ity against loss than is afforded by
private bonds in a very large majori'y
of cases. In this county, for instance,
the treasurer’s bond, which is now
$25,000, might be safely reduced to a
sum upon which the annual premium
would not amount to more than $100,
which is quite insignificant in com-
parison with the expense and loss
which would almost certainly accrue if
it were necessaray to bring suit upon a
private bond.
