It was forwarded
by the British agent in the Transvaal
through and with the approval of Sir
Alfred Milner, British high commis-
sioner at Cape Town. It voices not
merely the feelings of the signers, but
those of a large population behind
them, of mixed nationalities, all of
whom suffer, in a greater or less degree,
from Boer intolerance and tyranny.
Coincidently with the sending ot this
petition we hear of the sending of 9,000
additional British regulars to Cape
Colony. It would seem from this that
the Salisbury government, while not
caring to accept the leadership of Cecil
Rhodes in the matter, was preparing to
force upon President ‘‘Oom Paul”
Kruger an observance of treaty stipu-
lations in their relations to the Uit-
landers.

THE New York Tribuné notes that

the senate of the fifty-sixth congress is
remarkably large. With forty Repub-
lican senators, two silver and one Dem-

paired for the Dingley bill, SBenator
Kyle, who did not vote at all, but has

a Democrat from Montana who de-
clares for protection, there will be at
least fifty-six votes on the right side
out of eighty-six seats so far filled.
When it is remembered that there was
five majority for the Wilson bill in the
senate less than five years ago, thirty-
nine to thirty-four, with six pairs, it
may be realized what a revolution has
been wrought in public opinion by the
three years of experience under that
act.
