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State School Superintendent
Bryan's sarcastic comments
upon the recommendation of

leading educators of the state

that the office of school super-
intendent in all counties, as

well as the state, be "taken out

of politics" are unworthy of

any one occupying the position
that he does. He probably felt

called upon to defend the party

system of nomination to which

he is indebted for his official

dignity and emoluments, and it

is not unlikely that he realizes

that ifthe teachers of the state

had been allowed to name the
Republican nominee he would

not have been "it."

"There is one very good
reason why Socialism never

can become formidable in this
country. The farmers of the
United States never willespouse
this doctrine and without the

support of a fair share of the
farmers, no political party in
this country can ever hope to

become truly national or to
stand a chance to capture the
government. To establish So-
cialism there would have to be

a complete revolution of our
whole system of government, an
abolition of our constitution
and representative system and
the substitution of something
that has never yet prevailed on

earth on a large scale and never
willprevail as long as human
nature remains the same as it
has always been."

"The statement in the report
of the Secretary of Agriculture
that the farmers have produced
about .$5,000,000,000 of wealth
the last year, which means $ 1,000
to each, furnishes a text from
which to refute a lot of wild-
eyed talk that has had mure or
less vogue for years. Socialist
papers, certain magazine writers
and various self-constituted re-

formers delight in piling up
figures to show that all the
wealth is rapidly concentrating
ill the hands of a few. Soon a
dozen or two capitalists, sundry
trusts and railroad syndicates
will own everything in sight,
while the masses willconstitute
an army of beggars or depend-
ents held in the chains of 'wage-
slavery.' This is the favorite
theme of certain political dem-
agogues and leaders of crank
parties and they never cease
ringing the changes on the
dreadful fate that awaits the
once free people of America.
Closer inquiry shows, however,
that there is a great deal of
wealth in this country not own-
ed by capitalists, trusts or syn-
dicates and that the greatest
prosperity is still found among
those who best deserve it."

MOTES FROM THE MUD FARMER

An important item in providing
shelter for hogs is to have it water-
tight.

Regular hours for feeding and milk-
ing go a long way toward making a
success in dairying.

There is nothing the farmer can
engage in that will bring better re-
turns than in raising chickens and
producing eggs.

Washington has these three essen-
tials, good soil, good climate and
good markets, in a greater degree
than any state in the Union.

Silage is one of the best and cheap-
est feeds for cattle and sheep, but it
is not safe to feed it exclusively.
They need one good feed a day of hay.

In the matter of seeding to mead-
ows and pastures, we never hear of
a farmer who has made the mistake
of seeding too liberally , but hundreds
of farmers regret that they did not
put on a little more.

Unless a boy has a deep-seated
preference for some other profession,
it does not seem wise for him to ig-
nore the great opportunities that
agriculture offers, whether he was
born in the country or in the city.

The quicker the milker the richer
the milk if the work is done well and
completely. Two milkers, one rapid
and the other slow, will get about
the same quantity of milk, but the
former will get more fat. The dif-
ference between a rapid and a slow
milker counts in butter or money.

H. L. Blanchard, one of the best
known and most successful dairymen
in the state of Washington, feeds his
cows from four to eight pounds of
grain daily when on dry forage.
When he has plenty of ensilage and
roots, he finds four pounds of grain
enough per day per cow. Of the
grain ration two pounds is oil meal.

Practical Dairy Experiment
At the New York Experiment

Station and in connection with a
dairy farm near by, an attempt was
made to find out if they could in-
crease the percentage of fat in the
milk of ordinary dairy cows which
had been kept without any particu-
lar care in feeding. They took ten
cows from a dairy herd after having
a record kept for a year, and then
when the selected cow S were at the
experiment station the experiment-
ers compared the results with ten
other cows which were fed and han-
dled as before on the farm. The ex-
periment continued for four years.

The restilt was an average increase
of 6 per cent butter-fat content in
the milk, and the result of more
liberal ration was an increase of 50
per cent in the total amount of milk
and fat produced. The actual in-
crease brought about by liberal feed-
ing the first year the cows were
taken from the farm was 46 per cent
in milk and 54.6 per cent in butter
fat. The increased production was
secured economically so far as the
cost of food was concerned.
