Substitution Not Approved ByBoard*
.'. ofCounty Commissioner* But Ac*

cepted By Their Agent Upon Con*
tractor's Verbal Statement That It
Was Authorized.

HMOST unfortunateand rather*
serious controversy has arisen

in the construction of the new court
house. The contract says that the
building shall be erected according to
the architect's specifications, which,
provide that the foundation and base-
ment shall be of concrete. There is
nothing ambiguous about it. The
language is plain and leaves no room
for any misunderstanding. Notwith-
standing the plain terms of the con- .
tract and specifications, however,
the foundation has been built of ordi-
nary-very ordinary, - granite boul-
ders, laid in coarse lime ; mortar, no
cement being used except in "point-
ing up" the exterior.; The work has
been under the supervision of the
county's duly authorized agent, Mr.
J. P. Paine, appointed by the commi-
sioners to superintend the construc-
tion. He has approved of it -; and
upon his report and estimate $1000
has been paid to the contractor-
Mr. Paine says that the contractor,
Mr. Shockey, told him at the outset
of the work that he had been author-
ized by Mr. White, the architect, to .
build the foundation and basement of
rock instead ofconcrete. . It does not
seem to have occurred to Mr. Paine
to ask for any written authority for
such a change or to question the au-
thority of Mr. White to sanction it
even if he was disposed /to"\u25a0 do so.
Mr. White, who was here Wednesday,
having been sent for by the commis-
sioners, says emphatically that he
did not'authorize the substitution and
could not have done so even ifhe had
wished to. He admits, however,
having told Mr. Shockey in Belling-
ham that he would not object to the
use of rock instead of concrete, i, vr
THE COMMISIONERS SHOULD CONSENT
to the change.' The commissioners
say that they not only did not give
their consent but that ; Mr. Shockey
never asked them to .do so. They
simply relied upon their representa-
tive, Mr. Paine, to see that the work
was done according to the contract
and specifications. ' •
