Any person can free his land from
surface water by digging a ditch, and
will not be liable if the water 1s turned
on to the land of another.

In Michigan a marriage license musi
be obtained from the County Cierk of
the county in which either the man or
the woman resides. If both parties are
non-residents, the license must be ob-
tained from the County Clerk of the
county where the marriage is to be per-
formed.

Adultery is a cause for divorce. It
a man lives with his wife after learn-
ing she is guilty of adultery, it will be
considered a condonation of the of-
fense, and he cannot procure a divorce.
This will not prevent him from procur-
ing a divorce for a later offense of a
similar nature, or for any other cause
allowed by law.

The father and, in case of his death,
the mother, are the natural guardians
of a minor. If the Probate Court
deems the father or mother Incompe-
tent to care for the property of a
minor, it may appoint a curator to do
so. This will not be done in the case
of a person of unsound mind. In such
a case the court will appoint a guardian
to care for the person and the property.

If stock yards are maintained In such
a condition as to constitute a nuisance,
a sult In equity can be brought against
the owners, damages asked for and a-
request made that an injunction be is
sued restraining the owners from long-
er continuing the nuisance. It Is a
question for the courts to decide as to
whether or not, under all the circum-
stances, a nuisance is being maintained.

If a woman dies leaving a husband
and children, the husband takes one-
third of the property and the children
the balance. If a man dies leaving a
wife and children, she takes one-third
and the children the balance. A valid
mortgage on real estate binds the prop-
erty, and the rights of other creditors
and heirs are subject to such mort-
gage. The holder of a note not secured
by mortgage will stand on an equal
footing with other creditors.
