beauty, are evidently of volcanic
?rigin, and they bear unmistakable
evidence of having witnessed similar
upheavals.

The alarm caused in Europe by
the ravages, ot cholera in Egypt
last summer has led to events

which may jprove to be of deep im-
portance t*? the sanitary affairs of
the world. Italy has issued in*
vitations to- all the European pow*

era to send delegates to an inter*
national sanitry conference, to be
held in Rome daring November.
Those invitations have, without ex*

eeption, been acted upon favorably
by the several powers and formal
notifications of the time and place of
conference are »ew to be forwarded
by tbs Italia* Government.
