Bobier. Ferry county was represented
by Mr. Parker, and Okanogan by Clay
Fruit. X

Stevens county was honored by hav-
ing 8. 8. Beggs on the credentials com-
mittee, T. E. Irish on the rules commit-
tee, and J. C. Harrigan on the platform
committee. Mr. Harrigan was also on
the platform sub-committee of seven to
draft the platform,

The convention selected twenty-eight
delegates to the Baltimore convention,
allowing each half a vote. The list in-
cludes Martin Maloney, a former citi-
zen of Colville; Judge Turner, Mrs,
Hutton, Attorney F. C. Robhertson.

John-+Pattison, candidate for governor
four years ago, was elected national
committeeman,

The Clark supporters controlled the
convention, and although the national
delegates go yninstructed, they are
Cla men. A straw vote of w.e coun-
ties was taken on presidential prefer-
ence, and resulted 445 Clark, 135 Bryan,
106 Wilson. Although the Stevens
county delegation was largely in favor
of Wilson as among the active presi-
dential candidates, the action of Ste-
vens, Ferry, Pend Orellle and Okanogan
counties in voting for Bryan started
the “stampede” which featured the con-
vention, and nearly upset the whole
Clark program. Many countles got up
and changed their votes to Bryan, and
the Clark forces ran down the aisles
and used effort to retain their
vietory.

The delegates from northeast Wash-
ington went in a special train, and re-
tained the sieepers through the four
days of the trip.

Among those who looked In upon the
convention were L. R. Foos, who has a
ranch Walla ‘Walla: Rev. Tread-
well, of the Colville Baptist
church; Miss Hazel Aspend, attending
Whitman college.

Martin Maloney, for six years a Col-
ville resident, was one of the most ac-
tive delegates at the convention, from
Whitman county. He is a strong Clark
supporter.

Several ladies were delegates from
the various counties, and acted upon the
committees most creditably. The elec-
tion of Mrs. Hutton to the national con-
vention was almost unanimous.
