PAINT AS AN ASSET.
Bankers Say They Lend More

Money on Property When
Buildings Are Well Painted.

AN INDICATION OF THRIFT.

One Concern Advances 25 Per Cent.

More If Repainting Is Done
Every Five Years.

Does it pity to paint carefully farm
bnlldlnga? Does it add to the selling
value of a farm when buildings im-

properly kept up and regularly paint-
ed? A careful Inquiry of » Dumber of

leading bankers in Hip Mississippi val-

ley, Including such stales as lowa, Illi-
nois, Michigan, Ohio, Imliann and Mis-
souri, reveali the fact thai in nearly
every case I lie banker* did not hesi-
tate In say that they would lend all the
way from ,r> to .">0 per cent, more on
land where farm building! were well
painted and kept In -mid condition.
They maintain that well kept-up and
well painted building! and fences lire

an Indication of thrift and thai the

thrifty farmer is a good client, and to
him money can be safely loaned. An
average of the returns from these
bankers shows thut the IncroHsed lo:m
mine because of painted building* is
around 22 per cent.

Some of these bunkers make inter
esting comment. A Michigan concern
sajs that, while not especially pre-
pared to advise definitely in response
to this inquiry, the officer! would loan
more money on farms where buildings
were painted than where they were
not so treated. This bank also finds
that where houses, barns ami fences
are well taken care of the farm Is a
profitable proposition, and bunkers in
general consider the farmer a good
client. Another Michigan bank says
"farm buildings out of repair and
aeedlng paint Indicate that the owner
is slow pay." Such fnrms are rated nt
about one-third oT the assessed value
for loans. Where the farm buildings
are In good shape the ruling is one-
half. The president of a middle west-
ern bank says that when real estate
loans are considered, [(Hinted building*
are always taken into consideration In
making an estimate. The general ap-
pearance of the properly surrounding
the bouse and barn and also the fields
and fences would be carefully ohserv
cd. He further says thut he hns no
hesitancy In saving that he would ab-
solutely refuse a loan on fnrms where
the buildings were not kepi up and
well painted. In his judgment, nn-
palnted farm buildings would reduce
the loan value at least 'J."> per cent.

A Minnesota banker says that he Is
much more willing to loan money
where the buildings are well painted.
In his particular case he believes that
he would loan 20 per cent, more lh:m
if the buildings were not properlj
taken care of. a farmer who will
keep his buildings painted takes a
much deeper Interest 'v his work than
one who does not. Another Minne-
sota bank says that well painted build-
Ings have resulted in securing from
his bank sometimes ;is high as '27i per
cent, more money than where the
buildings are not painted, An Ohio
Concern says that it will loan 25 per
cent, more money on a well kept farm
where buildings are painted ai leaftl
once every five years. A southern llli
nols bank says that It has no llxed
rule about this, but it does make a de-
cided difference when owners of farm
lands apply for loans. Ifthe building*
are well painted and thus well pre-
served the loan rule would not only
be cheaper, but the amount of money
borrowed would be larger. A northern
Illinois bank does not hesitate to say
that It would lean fully fit) per cent,

more on a farm where buildings were
well painted and In good order than
where they were not. The vice presi-
dent, who answers the inquiry, goes
on to say: "There probably are many
fanners good financially and morally
who pencil their buildings to remain
unpainted, but as a rule the most sub-
stantial people who lire in the eoun-
Iry keep their buildings well painted."

An lowa bank, through Its vice pres-
ident, stales that it would make a dif-
ference of at least 2Ji per cent. In fa-
vor of the farm with painted build-
Ings. Another lowa concern says that
it would make a difference of at least
20 per cent.

All this being trup, it is perfectly
evident that It is a good business prop-

osition to keep the farm buildings well
painted. They not only look better
and are more pleasing to the owner,
but the farm would sell to better ad-
vantage, the loan value of (he property
would be greatly increased and the
buildings themselves would last much
longer and need less repair.—The
American Agriculturist.

Curious Fact Comes to Light That Lo-
calities Least Using Books Avoid

Washington, D. C—A curious fact
has been brought to light by the Edu-
cational Bateau and the Bureau of In-
dustrial ReMhrch here. It is thnt in
the states where Illiteracy is most
prevalent paint Is leust used. The
paint referred to is Ihe common or
barn variety, of COWM, for the back-
woods countries have no neen for the
fluer pigments or facial adornments.
It Is true, though, that In the sections
of all states where white Illiteracy is
highest painted homes ure rare and
paluted outbuildings and barns are
practically unknown. Probably the
illiterates do not use paint on their
buildings because they do not under-
stand Its value as a preservative.

Sir Thomas was knighted in 1803
when he was president of the College
of §nrgeon* In Ireland, it m as
house lUTgeon In Steven's hospital
that he made the Bret examination of
the bodies of Burke and Cavendish,
the victims of the famous Phoenix
park murders. Tlie strange thing was
that, at the moment, neither sir
Thomas nor the police knew that one
of the bodies was that of the chief sec-
retary, and the other Unit of the under
secretary for Ireland,

It Is a liabil of the M.vles fauill.r
to be over six feet in height, and
with shoulders .-mil fi«l« in proportion.
In the Zulu war one nf the chief! was
run to earth In his kraal by the British,
who wished to rapture him alive. Vol-
unteers were asked for and Sir
Thomas" brother John undertook the
task. He crawled through the long
covered entrance and came out ten
minutes later, dragging the kicking
potentate behind him by the scruff of
the nock.

nected With Reims, Especially Its
Old and Marvelous Cathedral.

if citation* of Met* have especially
Interested American renders, refer-
ences to Reims have appealed most
to the French themselves. For Iteims
Is very dear to them—for historic-, for
patriotic, for rellfriobs, and for liter-
ary reasons. Nothing, perhaps, has
rejoiced our French allies more than
the fuel thai the Germans have never
been able lo take Reims, however close
they have come to it.

It Is the damage Hint hai been done
to flip glorious cathedral of Reims that
COMtltUtel one of Hie greatest artistic
tragedies of the trar. iioro, in this
magnificent cathedral, the kings of im-
perial France were crowned. Here
.lonn of Arc led Charles VII to his cor-
onation—the minted .lonn who freed
Reims from its enemies.

An ancient culling is again very
much (ilive. Tile armorer is at work
turning out armor for fighting men:
«nrl. in a most distinguished ense, the
r-hief armorer of the Metropolitan Mu-
seum of Tine Arts. \o\v York, Dan-
iel Thcluhix, has been working for
modem warriors with the very ham-
mers and nnvils Hint once were used In
armoring their medieval forerunners.
To be sure, armor nowadays is not so
Cumbersome thai when the wearer ia
upset be has to lie M;it on his back
until somebody kindly st;mds him up
again : but it hax lur I out that, for
practical purpnueM, modern design adds
nothing to the protwtlve detail of the
separate pieces of old-time armor.

On New Year's eve the cost of the
war to the United States stood at $22,-
OOO.UOO.OOt). Practically ;ill of this
money luiil been raised by taxation
and by the Liberty loans. The entire
amount which had come into the
Treasury up to that time for war pur-
poses had either lieen spent or had
been ear-marked for specific bills.

Since the middle of November when
the armistice was signed the govern-
ment has been borrowing at the rate
of $600,1)00,000 every two weeks to
meet its war obligations. At this rate
it will have obtained from the banks

of the nation from four to five billionn
of dollars before tlie beginning of the
fifth Liberty Loan April 21.

The people Of Ihe United State*,
through their repiesentatives in Con-
<resß, voted for tna expenditures which
made necessary the borrowing of these
huge sums. The government in antici-
pation of patriotic support from the
country in raising the Victory Liberty
Loan lias already paid the bills. In
all justice and honesty the people of
the United States will not fall their
government and will finish the job by
oversubscribing the last popular war
loan by an even larger percentage

than they did the four which nave
gone before.

Slow Qrvwth of Languages.
So l"iig an government was conduct

ed exclusively by a throne and aris-
tocracy, the ruling class was con-
strained to speak one language, that of
the court and ot polite society. All
cultivated people in the land were edu-
cated In the same literary tongue,
which was naturally used In official
transactions.

The uneducated classes till:ed their
own dialects and cared little what
their rulers spoke. They have not al-
ways objected even when these men
affected a foreign culture. Frederick
the Great thought himself a French
litterateur and spelled his name like a
Frenchman. But when popular elec-
tions were Introduced, and still more
when primary schools became univer-
sal, the question of language assumed
a far greater importance, A. Lawrence
Towell writes in the Independent, New
fork. Then the matter of race was
brought to the forefront.

One of the most Interesting and re-
markable of the many regions for the
observation of sand dunes lies between
Bordeaux and Bayonne, In Gascony.
The sea here throws every year upon
the beach, along a line of 100 miles In
length, some 5,000,000 cubic yards of
sand. The prevailing westerly winds
continue picking up the surface parti-
cles from the westward slope, where
they are again deposited, and the en-
tire ridge by this means alone moves
gradually inward. In the course of
years there has thus been formed a
complex system of dunes, all approxi-
mately parallel with the coast and
with one another and of all altitudes
up to 250 feet. These are- marching
steadily inward at a rate of from three
to six feet a year, whole villages hav-
ing sometimes been torn down to pre-
vent burial and rebuilt at a distance.
