WON'T TELL "HALF-TRUTHS"

Noted Divine Says If Manufacturers
Theories Are Anarchistic Then

He Is In Danger Of Becom-
ing Anarchist Himself.

Ml. Clemens, Mich.—The Chicago
Tribune rested its defense in lUe

seven weeks and iwo days in aiu-uipt-

chist." The 12th week of the trial
opened with Ford counsel oneriug re-
buttai testimony against The Tri-

bune's defense. -
The first witness for Air. Ford was

the Ht. Kev. Charles 1J. Williams, D.
D., Episcopal bishop of Michigan, who

appeared on the stand in rebuttal of
the testimony of Prof. J. S. Reeves,

professor of political science in the
University of Michigan who had pre

viously testified that Henry lord's
vrewts were distinctly anarchistic:

Bishop Williams said tual Mr.
Ford's views were far from lieing

anarchistic and were, in tact, Chris-
tian, common and often commonplace.

The Bishop refused to be led oy

Tribune counsel in his answers anu
insisted on telling "the whole truth."
Asked whether he thought Henry

Ford's declaration that all armies
should be ftiauimdad, all navies de-
stroyed and all material of war con-
verted into commerlcal implements
was anarchistic, the witness answer-
ed:

Would Be Good World.

"I could quote a half-dozen pas-

sages from Seriptiue that express al-
most that idea. 1 should say that the
main theme of these statement by

Henry Ford are distinctly Christian,
commonly preached in Christian pul-

pits and that if they were lived up to

this would be a pretty good Christian
world."

"Bishop, 1 asked Tribune counsel,

"do you believe that Mr. Ford has

quoted, "patriotism is the last reson
ol' a scoundrel.' "

"I have often said so," responded
the witness. "I have often seen it so."

Concerning the doctrine of non-
resistance Bishop Williams declared

"Yes and the belief of ChrtHtians.."

Would Tell Whole Truth.
"1 am going to tell the whole

truth."

Only In 1836 Did Human Chattel* la-

come Unprofitable te Th«ir
Owners in That State.

Few Detrolters of the prpsenl gen
eratlon know that Michigan was- once
ii slave territory, or that the city of
Detroit, for a period of nearly one
hundred yean, Included a considerable
number of. slave* in its populntlon, ob-
serves the Detroit New*. The.early
French settlers lived largely by trad-
ing with the Indluns. At first they
bought furs only, but each spring the
Indiaps of Michigan would make war
raids into territory south and wesi,

and they would bring back captlTes
whom they sometimes killed by tor-
ture,, but later they found It more prof-
itable to sell them to the, white Mttlers
as slaves. Most of these Indian slave."

were from the Pawnee tribe.
Later negro slaves were bought Id

the Bast, principally in the state of
New York. When the British took pos-
session in 1760 they found quite a
number of slaves, Indians and negro,
and they continued the practice. The

adult white men. In 1872 there were

census of the district in 1773 snowed

179 slaves in Detroit. The ordinance
of 1787 forbade slavery in the Nortii-- west territory*, but Detroiters paid no
attention to this Constitutional act.
There were enough negroes in_l>etroli

In 1807, slave and free, to enable Gov-
ernor Hull to organise a company of
colored militia.

In 1818 the assessor for Wayne coun-
ty made slaves taxable property, and
this proved a discouragement to slave
holding. By 1832 there were only 82
slaves left in Michigan territory, and
In 1836 the last one had been manu-
mitted. Less than 20 years later Mich
igan, having found slaveholdlng un-
profitable, became ardently abolition-
ist, and Detroit was converted into a
terminal of the "underground railway,"
through which runaway slaves from
the South found their way to freedom
in Canada.

Forecasting Storm*
By means of what Is believed to be

\u25a0 new scientific discovery, It Is claimed
that weather forecasts may be made
with reasonable accuracy two weeks-
in advance.

As a result of research, conducted
by a former chief of the weather bu-
reau and a representative of the
Smithsonian institution, It has been
found that there are rifts In the up-
per clouds of the solar atmosphere
which cause a variation in the amount
of heat radiated to the earth. It Is

said the investigators have discovered
the period of time between the pas-

sage of a "heat rift in the solar at-
mosphere and the appearance of re-
sulting storms on the earth.

It has been found that at timei
these heat rifts persist for several
months and that they have produced
corresponding disturbances here.
